Forest County
Shoreland Setbacks

SHORELAND AREAS: (1000 feet from any lake, or 300 feet from any river or stream)


Residence:
· Side yard setbacks each shall have a minimum of fifteen (15) feet from lot line to any part of the structure.
· A shore yard setback shall have a minimum of seventy-five (75) feet from any part of the structure to the closest point of Original High Water Mark. 
· Height Restriction of thirty-five (35) feet measured from the lowest exposed point of the structure to the peak. 
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Accessory Structure: 
· Side yard setbacks each shall have a minimum of seven (7) feet, six (6) inches from the lot line to the closest park of the structure. 
· A shore yard setback shall have a minimum of seventy-five (75) feet from any part of the structure to the closest point of Original High Water Mark. 
· Height Restriction of twenty eight (28) feet measured from sill to peak. 


Boathouses: (New construction of boathouses must be place in viewing corridor)
· Side Yard: Minimum of 7 feet 6 inches (7.5 feet) from lot line to closest part of structure. 
· Shore Yard: Minimum of 15 feet from structure to Original High Water Mark.  
· Height Restriction: 12 feet measured from lowest point of structure to peak. 
· New Boathouses: Maximum sidewall height of 10 feet, and a minimum sidewall height of 6 feet. The overhangs shall not exceed 18”. 
· Size Restriction: Total size of structure cannot be greater than 360 Square Feet. 
· Existing Boathouses can also be rebuild. (please call the Land & Water Resources office
