FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS PROCEEDINGS

NOVEMBER 16, 2010
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on November 16, 2010, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Huettl called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.
ROLL CALL

Chairman Huettl welcomed the guests in attendance.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA


Motion by Vollmar seconded by Millan to approve the agenda as presented.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.

APPROVE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 19, 2010 MEETING


Motion by Albrecht seconded by Dailey to approve the October 19, 2010 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING – 2011 BUDGET


Chairman Huettl opened the 2011 Budget Hearing for questions from the Supervisors and the public.  Millan, Chairman of the Finance Committee explained to the members that the County would no longer be levying for Ambulance Service as it had done in the past because by Statute, Forest County does not have a county wide ambulance service, so individual municipalities would now be responsible for contracting with the individual ambulance providers.  At this time there were questions and comments from individuals in attendance with respect to the ambulance topic.  Millan continued to go through the budget and offer explanations on some of the changes.  Millan explained that the budget was figured with a zero percent increase and gave the proposed levy as $5,036,645.00.  Millan also wanted to thank all Department Heads for their cooperation in the budget process.  Huettl also stated that the members should be proud of the tax rate of 4.41, increasing slightly from the 2010 rate of 4.34 especially in light of the decreased equalized values in Forest County.  Huettl also stated that many of the surrounding counties tax rates are considerably higher.  

Huettl asked for questions or comments and there were none.  Motion by LeMaster, seconded by Johnson to close the Public Hearing for the 2011 Budget. 

APPOINTMENT OR ELECTIONS

Wisconsin Valley Library Service Board of Trustees and Forest County Library Board:  Chairman Huettl appointed Alice Sturzl to three-year terms on the Wisconsin Valley Library Service and the Forest County Library Board.  The term for each will begin January 1, 2011 and end December 31, 2013.  Motion by Lukas, seconded by Sparks to confirm the appointments.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.

Board of Adjustment:  Chairman Huettl reappointed Harry Thurin to a three year term.  The term will begin September 1, 2010 through August 31, 2013.  Motion by Landru, seconded by Vollmar to confirm the reappointment.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.
COMMUNICATION ON FILE WITH THE BOARD


Chairman Huettl had the clerk read two letters received with respect to the Old Hwy 8 Roadbed resolution that was passed at the October 19, 2010 County Board meeting.  The first from Jim Holperin, Wisconsin State Senator which stated he asked the DOT to consider the possibility of transferring control of the corridor to another state agency, probably the DNR.  The second from Daniel Grasser, North Central Regional Director which explains that the right of way being sought for the proposed trail along US 8 is currently used by utilities for a major distribution line.  Future transportation improvements to US 8 may require the department to use the entire right of way along this corridor.  Therefore, the department is not able to transfer ownership of this land.  Grasser said the department is willing to consider use of this right of way for trail purposes in addition to snowmobiles if a memorandum of understanding can be reached with Forest County.  Any agreement would clearly state what types of uses would be acceptable and which ones would not be allowed.  Hiking and biking along this corridor may be acceptable uses depending on review of safety and any environmental or maintenance concerns.

Huettl instructed the clerk to invite Daniel Grasser, North Central Regional Director to the February 15, 2011 County Board meeting to answer questions regarding this subject.


Motion by Albrecht, seconded by Tauer to place the letters on file.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.

RESOLUTIONS

Resolution 36-2010 – Presented by Forest County Commission on Aging
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the County Board Chairman and County Clerk to execute a contract with the Greater Wisconsin Agency on Aging Resources, Inc. for funds allocated to Forest County under the 2011 County Plan for Elderly Citizens.
Motion by Millan, seconded by Stormer to approve resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 37-2010 – Presented by Forest County Commission on Aging
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors in session this 16th day of November, 2010, that the Coordinator for the Commission on Aging, namely Gayle Webster, is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and submit to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, an application for assistance to provide transportation services to the elderly and handicapped during 2011, all pursuant to Sec.  85.21 of Wisconsin Statutes and further, in conformation with the rules and regulations promulgated by the Department of Transportation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the obligation of county funds in the amount not to exceed 20% of that amount allocated to the county by the grant referred to above, in order to provide the required local matching funds.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the County Board Chairman and the County Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute a State Aid Contract with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, all pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes Sec. 85.21 in order to accomplish the foregoing. 
Motion by Stormer, seconded by Tauer to approve resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
Resolution 38-2010 – Presented by the County Board Chairman
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forest County Board of Supervisors shall create a Land Information Office and Land Information Council; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the initial members of the Forest County Land Information Council will be appointed by the Chairman of the Forest County Board of Supervisors to a term of not more than two (2) years; and



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forest County Land Information Council shall meet on an as-needed basis, but not more often than two (2) times each year; and


BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Forest County Board of Supervisors will not pay either per diem meeting payments or reimbursement for mileage to any members of the Forest County Land Information Council who will attend meetings of the Forest County Land Information Council.
Motion by LeMaster, seconded by Dailey to approve resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (2); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Mike Albrecht did agree to be on this committee when Chairman Huettl brings the recommended appointments to the County Board Meeting on February 15, 2011.

Resolution 39-2010 – Presented by the Finance Committee

After some discussion, motion by Albrecht, seconded by Dailey to go with the recommendation of the Zoning and Recycling Committee and accept the Recycling Contract with Eagle Waste & Recycling Inc., commencing on January 1, 2011 and terminating on December 31, 2014.  All present voting AYE (20); Absent, Weber (1).  Motion carried.
Lukas told members that the Rules Committee has met regarding establishing an Executive Committee and another meeting has been scheduled for November 30, 2010.

Stormer explained to the members the problems the Zoning Administrator has experienced with the 2005 Chevy Trailblazer that was purchased from Parsons.  Stormer informed the board that the repair bills have been over $4,000.00.  LeMaster did state that he would call Parsons and speak to them about the problems to see if there is anything they would be willing to do.
