APRIL 19, 2011
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on April 19, 2011, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Huettl called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forest County Board of Supervisors advises that the Sheriff’s Department shall be allowed to sell, via the internet, personal property that was either stolen, found or left unclaimed and in the possession of the Sheriff’s Department for over a year.
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Sheriff shall annually remit the proceeds of any sale of stolen, found or unclaimed property to the treasurer to become part of the general fund of the county.

Resolution 14-2011 – Presented by the VSO Committee


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors fully supports any and all efforts to provide additional state funding to forestall any VTF insolvency within the next biennium, including, but not limited to, the exploration of permanent state funding for WDVA and the veteran programs and benefits that WDVA oversees.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forest County Board of Supervisors directs the county clerk to forward a copy of this resolution to the Office of the Governor, Scott Walker, United States Senators Ron Johnson and Herb Kohl, Representative in Congress, Reid J. Ribble, Senator Jim Holperin and Representative Jeffrey Mursau, Wisconsin Counties Association and the Wisconsin Department of Veteran Affairs.   


Motion by Soch, seconded by Chaney to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Kincaid (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
Resolution 15-2011 – Presented by the Forestry and Recreation Committee

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to utilize County Forest Project Loan funding from the Department of Natural Resources in the sum of $760,000.00 to purchase 400 acres of forestland within Forest County for the purpose of adding to the Forest County Forest.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to utilize Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant Funding, if available, to reimburse Forest County up to 50% of the cost of this acquisition; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forest County Board Chairman, Erhard Huettl, is hereby authorized to sign the Purchase Sale Agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to sign and complete any and all documents to complete the land acquisition and enrollment of the land into the County Forest Program pursuant to Section 28.11(4) Wis. Stats.

Motion by LeMaster, seconded by Millan to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Kincaid (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

APPOINTMENT OR ELECTIONS


Executive Committee.  Five members of the board sent letters of interest with respect to the Executive Committee and the two (2) positions to be voted on to County Board members.  They included, Lukas, Albrecht, Shaffer, Chaney and Mueller.  Paul Payant, Corporation Counsel explained the voting process.  Huettl called 3 times for any other nominations and there were none.  Motion by Tauer, seconded by Stamper to close nominations.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Kincaid (2).  Motion carried.  


Huettl called for Dehart, Stormer and Stamper to collect and count the signed ballots.  After collection and counting, it was determined that Lukas and Albrecht would be the two (2) elected members to the Executive Committee.

Health Department Report – Motion by Lukas, seconded by Vollmar to accept and place on file the Health Department Report.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Kincaid (2).  Motion carried.

Lukas acknowledged Rick and Barry in Maintenance for the arms on the chairs in County Board room and what a good job they did and how nice they look.

Chairman Huettl explained to the members that because of the Redistricting Plan, the Tentative Plan needs to be approved before the June 21, 2011 County Board Meeting, so Huettl asked that the June 21, 2011 County Board Meeting be rescheduled to May 17, 2011.   All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Kincaid (2).  Motion carried, June 21, 2011 County Board meeting rescheduled to May 17, 2011.  


Lukas informed the members that on May 10, 2011, a Public Hearing is scheduled for the Tentative Redistricting Plan at 7:00 p.m. in the County Board Room.  The redistricting committee also scheduled a meeting for 6:00 p.m. for the Municipal Clerks and their respective boards to come in to discuss the Tentative Plan before the Public Hearing.

The Comprehensive Plan was discussed.   Cindy Gretzinger provided all County Board members with packets which contained comments and recommendations from the Town of Laona for the County Plan.  Ziolkowski informed the members that if anyone had questions or comments, they could call or write Dennis Lawrence by April 29, 2011 and he also informed the members that the Intergovernmental and Forestry and Recreation Committee would be meeting the first week of May to discuss the plan.   The final draft of the Comprehensive Plan will be brought to the May 17, 2011 County Board Meeting for final approval.


Landru, chairman of Economic Development and member of Grow North updated the members on the possibility of a May meeting with CNN regarding the closing of rail lines in Forest County and inviting neighboring counties to participate in the meeting.
