MAY 17, 2011
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on May 17, 2011, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Huettl called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.
