Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Tuesday, June 14th, 2011

5146 Linden Street, Laona, WI.  

1. The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:30 a.m. at the Laona Townhall.

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  They included Ron Tschohl, Harry Thurin and Jim Drefahl.  ZA Pam LaBine was there to act as clerk and Richard Enders was present as applicant.

3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the Nemecek variance, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.  Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the Stroud minutes, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

5. Discussion was held on requirement for notice that was not provided by the Forest Republican.  ZA contracted for two publishing but only one occurred.  Adequate notice was given to each neighbor.  The Chairman and board were satisfied adequate notice was given.
6. The chairman set no limits on each speaker as there are no witnesses present.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

8. ZA read the application.

9. The members waived their site report until deliberation.

10. The applicant said the neighbor sold him a ten foot piece of property to satisfy his need for an access to the back portion of his property.  He would have combined his lots so a variance was not necessary but he had a stroke and this cannot be done. The neighbor’s home is built on two lots so they can’t be divided.  
11. ZA said that because the neighbor’s house was built on two lots, it seems there was intent to join the two lots and the 10 feet would be available to Mr. Enders if he would have done that before selling the 10 feet.  The Town of Laona also has finished their comp plan and residential lots are to be smaller. 

12. There was no correspondence.

13. There was no ex-parte communications.

14. There were no witnesses.

15. Staff has nothing further to offer on the subject.

16. There were no final questions.

17. Motion by Jim Drefahl to close the hearing, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

18. There will be no deliberations in closed session.  Discussion began with the chairman noting that the land sale was possible if the neighbor would join his lots.  Jim Drefahl asked if there was a relative that would or could reverse the sale.  ZA said the sale was final already and this is an after the fact variance.  There was no other discussion.
19. Motion by Harry Thurin to grant the variance for Richard Enders to buy 10 feet of his neighbor’s property (Martin) and leave a substandard lot, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. The chairman directed the ZA to write Mr. Martin and respectfully request he join his two lots.

20. Discussion was held on the ZA acting as clerk to the BOA.  ZA said the Zoning Committee would like them to be more independent.  Ron Tschohl thought the board could not concentrate on the work while taking minutes.  ZA said that everything would remain the same for now.  Ron Tschohl said he would come before the zoning committee. 
21. Motion by Harry Thurin, second Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
