Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Tuesday, July 19th, 2011

1.  The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:45 in the Wabeno Town Hall.

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  Those included Ron Tschohl, Harry Thurin and Jim Drefahl.  ZA Pam LaBine was there to act as clerk. Alternate John Harter was present along with the landowner, Kenneth Rouse.

3. Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the Dommer meeting, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved. 

5. ZA presented the chair with an affidavit of publishing from the Forest Republican.

6. The Chairman set no limits on any testimony or speech.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

8. The application was entered into the minutes.

9. The members delayed there site inspection report until deliberations.

10. Mr. Rouse said that he bought the property which consists of fone lot with 200 feet of frontage, one lot with 100 feet of frontage that his house and boat house is on and 38 acres on the south side of his home lot.  He relied on an old survey to place his boat house and now that he wants to sell the 200 foot lot to the north of his home, the boathouse is 1.36 feet on the other lot.  He also has a dock and access cut to the lake for the houses convenience.  He would like to take 50 feet from the 200 foot lot and add it to the 100 foot lot.  Both lots are more than 40K square feet but do not meet all the standards.  His gate would also be on the 200 foot lot if he sold the north lot. There would be no damage to the lake. 
11. ZA told the committee that lots on small(<50 acres)lakes need 200 feet of frontage and 40K square feet.  The soils will accept a conventional sanitary system. 

12. There was no correspondence.

13. There were no ex-parte communications.

14. There were no witnesses.

15. Therefore no response from staff.

16. Harry Thurin asked for clarification that the 100 foot lot would be 150 feet and the 200 foot lot would then be 150 feet also. The applicant agreed and said he never expected to live this long. 

17. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

18. Motion by Harry Thurin to go into closed session and when returning to open session, make the minutes public, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

19. In closed session.  Jim Drefahl said the substandard lot would be more conforming and the spirit of the ordinance would be observed as the impact would remain the same.  There are not too many in one area. If we go with the spirit of the law we would create an illegal lot but not change the impact on the lake. He’s talking about selling and money is not a hardship.  Ron Tschohl said under the rules of variance we can’t come up with a hardship.  The board discussed moving the building and the dock.  Harry Thurin said he has available land in the 38 acres.  John Harter said chances are the new owners wouldn’t use that 50 feet anyway.  Harry Thurin said he can give himself easements so the problem on the roadside can be cleared up. Everything is self- inflicted. 
20. Motion by Harry Thurin to go back into open session, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

21. Motion by Harry Thurin to deny the variance as applied for, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.  

22. The board explained their decision to the applicant.

23. Motion to adjourn by Jim Drefahl, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
