FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS PROCEEDINGS

AUGUST 16, 2011
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on August 16, 2011, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Huettl called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.
ROLL CALL

Motion by Chaney, seconded by Albrecht to approve the June 14, 2011 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.

COMMUNICATION ON FILE WITH THE BOARD

APPOINTMENT OR ELECTIONS


Human Service Board – Chairman Huettl informed the Board that Nancy Tauer’s term expires August, 2011 and Jenny Henkel’s term expires September, 2011.  Motion by Stormer, seconded by Sparks to accept the recommendation of Chairman Huettl and appoint Nancy Tauer and Jenny Henkel for another term on the Human Service Board.  All present voting aye (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.


ADRC Regional Committee – Chairman Huettl informed the Board of this committee which represents Forest, Florence, Oneida, Taylor and Vilas Counties, and also the Lac du Flambeau Community, Sokoagon Chippewa Community and Forest County Potawatomi Community with respect to ADRC.  Chairman Huettl informed the Board that Paul Millan has been attending these meetings and would like to recommend appointmentment of Millan to represent Forest County.  Motion by Henkel, seconded by Chaney to accept the recommendation of Chairman Huettl and appoint Paul Millan to be the representative for Forest County on the ADRC Regional Committee.  All present voting aye (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.

PERSONAL APPEARANCE


Chairman Huettl introduced Dick Krawze who came to speak to the board with respect to the improper management of the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest by the National Forest Service.  Krawze had given a testimony at the Great Lakes National Forest Conference on July 19, 2011 in Quinnesec, Michigan with respect to this issue.  All board members received copies of the testimony with the County Board packets.  Also included was a testimony by Gary Zimmer, Senior Regional Biologist, Ruffed Grouse Society and Jane Severt, Executive Director for Wisconsin County Forests Association. 


Krawze spoke about the mismanagement of the National Forest Service lands and what it was doing to Wisconsin and Michigan’s forest industry.  Layoffs, mill closures, and temporary shutdowns are occurring on a regular basis across the state.  Currently a high percentage of sawmills, veneer mills, and other manufacturers are working short weeks because of lack of raw materials.  Wisconsin loses 1 job for every 100 acres of productive forest land that is excluded from sustainable forest management practices.  In the last 20 years, the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest has not met the allowable sales quantity.  

Krawze also informed the board members about an initiative to stop hunting on National Forest lands which would affect hunting, ATV and snowmobile use.  Krawze also encouraged the board members to call their elected officials regarding the National Forest System Land Management Planning proposed Rule and how it would be a disaster if passed.  Huettl assured Krawze that he would sign and send a letter regarding this issue. 

Huettl thanked Krawze for his comments and information and also asked Krawze to thank Gary Zimmer for his testimony.

RESOLUTIONS

Resolution 19-2011 – Presented by the Redistricting Committee


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the Forest County Supervisory District Plan, which is on file with the County Clerk, including any amendments made thereto, be and the same is hereby adopted.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Board Chairman is hereby authorized and directed to file a copy of this final plan with the Secretary of State.

Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 20-2011 – Presented by the Child Support Committee

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors does hereby request the legislature designate additional state monies to Wisconsin’s County Child Support Programs in order to continue to provide the current high level of service. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Clerk is directed to provide a copy of this resolution to the Governor of the State of Wisconsin, each legislator in the Wisconsin Senate and Assembly who represents constituents from Forest County and Secretary Eloise Anderson, Department of Children And Families.

Motion by Kincaid, seconded by Soch to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 21-2011 – Presented by the Forestry and Recreation Committee
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, THAT THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS recognize that the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest is an exceptional natural resource that has the capacity to provide recreational, social, and economic benefits on a sustainable basis provided that the lands within the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest are properly managed as a sustainable, renewable timber resource, and are managed with consideration to the local units of governments that contain the national forests, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, severe reductions in timber harvesting below sustainable levels within the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest constitutes continuing evidence that the United States Forest Service is unwilling or unable to properly manage the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest and that this Board of Supervisors demands that all management of the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest revert back to the counties where said forest lands are located by virtue of a breach of promise by the Federal Government and their failure to comply with the Clark-McNary Act, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, the CNNF manage their forest land at the ASQ level as identified in the 2004 Forest Plan as well as manage the backlog of unharvested timber (approximately 42% per year) that has not been harvested since implementation of the 2004 Forest Plan, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, Forest County requests a written response from the U.S. Regional Forester and CNNF Forest Supervisor within 60 days regarding why these lands are not managed in accordance with the provision of the 2004 Forest Plan, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, copies of this Resolution be presented to President Barack Obama, Secretary of the Department of Agriculture Tom Vilsack, Chief of the Forest Service Thomas Tidwell, U.S. Regional Forester Charles Myers, CNNF Forest Supervisor Paul Strong, Wisconsin Federal Representatives Senator Herb Kohl and Senator Ronald Johnson, Congressmen Sean Duffy, Congressmen Reid Ribble, Governor Scott Walker, each legislator in the Wisconsin Senate and Assembly who represent constituents from Forest County, all towns in Forest County, Forest County Potawatomi Community, Sokaogon Chippewa Community, City of Crandon, Wisconsin Counties Association, Wisconsin County Forest Association.  We respectfully request that all counties in Wisconsin take similar action in order to safeguard natural resources that all Wisconsin citizens rely upon for recreation, commerce, employment and energy production, and forward same. 

Motion by Dehart, seconded by Millan to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 22-2011 – Presented by the Personnel Committee

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Forest County Board of Supervisors in session this 16th day of August, 2011, that the above grievance procedure be implemented.
Motion by Soch, seconded by Vollmar to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (18); absent, Landru, LeMaster, Stamper (3).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 23-2011 – Presented by the Personnel Committee

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Forest County Board of Supervisors in session this 16th day of August, 2011, that the 2011 negotiated agreement with the Forest County Deputy Sheriffs’ Association, Local 114, Labor Association of Wisconsin, be implemented.
Motion by Stormer, seconded by Shaffer to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 24-2011 – Presented by the Library Committee

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that beginning in 2012, will be reimbursing public libraries in our own county and adjacent counties for serving residents who do not reside in municipalities which support public libraries at seventy-percent (70%) of the actual cost of providing those services (as determined by the formula set forth in Wisconsin Statutes, Chapter 43.12), and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution amending the resolution adopted on August 17, 2004 is hereby approved and all other terms of said resolution, not otherwise affected by this resolution, shall remain in full force and effect.

Motion by Millan, seconded by Sparks to approve the resolution as read.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, LeMaster, Stamper (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
