Forest County Board of Adjustment

Friday August 26th, 2011

Freedom Town Hall, 918 McAurther Trail, Wabeno, WI.  56566
1. The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:00 a.m. in the Freedom Town Hall.  

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  Those included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Harry Thurin and Jim Drefahl.  ZA Pam LaBine was there to record the minutes and present were Larry and Sally McClelland, applicants.

3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved. 

4. Motion by Jim Drefahl to hold the minutes of the Rouse hearing until Tuesday, the next meeting, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

5. ZA presented the committee with proof of open meetings compliance and it is entered into the record.

6. The Chairman did not set any limit for speakers at this hearing.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

8. The application was entered into the minutes of this meeting. 

9. The BOA deferred their site inspection to the deliberation portion of the meeting.

10. Larry McClelland spoke of how he wished to retire here and needed vehicle and boat storage. His drawing shows ten feet to the lot line and really he would like 8 feet on the side lot line, or move it 2 feet closer than the drawing shows. The easement is 15 feet and there isn’t enough room for a 22 x 25 foot garage. 

11. ZA said there is 55 feet of grassed shoreline and a boathouse.  There is erosion in between the lots but mostly on the neighbor’s side. The easement is not defined or placed on a map, only as wording in a deed.  The county requires 20 feet for fire and rescue, this is 15.
12. There was no related correspondence.

13. There was no ex-parte communication.

14. There were no witnesses. 

15. There was no response required from staff.

16. Jim Drefahl asked how the pitch of the roof would run.  Mr. McClellen said perpendicular to the lake and home. Sally McClelland said the water from the driveway goes between the lots.  There is no erosion on their land.  Jim Drefahl asked about eves.  The eves will be 1 foot from the building.  Discussion was held on water gardens and eve troughs. 

17. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

18. Motion by Jim Drefahl to go into closed session and make the minutes available after, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved. 

19. In closed session all board members discussed fire and rescue to the other two homes.  The overhang on the garage would be right at the very edge of the easement and the county requires 20 feet as a setback to the easement.  There has to be some setback.  They discussed the steep hill holding up a town road 55 feet away from the easement road and the difficulty supporting the easement if it was disturbed. The rescue vehicle will take off the overhang on the first trip.  

A solution to the problem would be to move the garage closer to the house and lot line and toward the lake.  Motion by Jim Drefahl to go return to open session, second by harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
20.  In open session the board offered Mr. McClelland a reduced setback to the side lot line and asked to keep 18 feet across the easement open.  Mr. McClelland was adverse to this as his venting is on that side of the home.  Motion by Harry Thurin to table the variance until Tuesday, August 30 to give the landowner time to go home, measure and see if he could make the board’s proposal work, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

21. Discussion was held on the training in Vilas County September 21.

22. Motion to adjourn by Jim Drefahl, second by harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
