1.  The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:30 a.m. in the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  Members of the audience included Gary and Lois Mignon and Debbie Denis.  ZA Pam LaBine was present to act as clerk.

3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes of the McClellen variance, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.  Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the Harris variance, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

5. ZA confirmed compliance with the open meetings law.

6. The chairman placed no time limits on any speakers.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

8. The application was read into the minutes.

9. The board held their site inspection until deliberation.

10. The applicant said they are taking their small garage down and the new garage is 24 by 28.  It will be 36 feet from the road bed.  They received a variance that allow them to go to 25% of impervious surface but cannot pave the last 7 feet before the road.  The lot is flat with no runoff and is in condo ownership so they own half of the shore.  They need a garage to live here full time.  The lot is small. 
11. Staff reported there are no sanitary problems. The soils are sandy and water drains well.  The lot is small and well vegetated if only with grass.  

12. There was no related correspondence.

13. There was no exparte communications.

14. There were no witnesses.

15. No further response from staff.

16. Jim Drefahl asked how the garage doors would be placed as he did not want them backing up on the road. They replied that they would not face the road. 

17. Motion by harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

18. The board deliberated on allowing the applicants to exceed the impervious surface of 20 %.  Jim Drefahl noted there is absolutely no runoff as the grass is well kept and the lot is level and pitched properly toward the road.  Harry Thurin said a reasonable sized garage is a necessary part of living here.  Ron Tschohl said the soils look well drained. 

19. Motion by Harry Thurin to grant a variance to exceed the 20% surface limitation by 10% and to place the garage at 36 feet from the edge of the roadbed, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

20. Motion to adjourn by Jim Drefahl, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
