CONDUCT A CANVASS OF THE 
AUGUST 16, 2011 RECALL ELECTION
TOWNSHIPS CANVASSED
Alvin-Ward 1 & 2 – Did not use machine.  Total number of voters 74.  
Argonne-Ward 1 & 2 –Total number of voters 182.   
Armstrong Creek-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 149.  Ballots cast 151.  Did not list last voter, page number of last voter and total of absentee voters on signature page of poll book. Nothing recorded on Incident Report.  After going over poll list and counting, only 148 voters were listed.  Called Town Clerk and Chief Election Inspector.  Finally got a hold of Town Clerk and he could not bring the information in until 2:00 p.m.  Adjourned meeting at 12:25 p.m. until Town Clerk arrives.  Called meeting back to order at 2:03 p.m. when clerk arrived.  Compared both poll lists.  Voter #144 not recorded on the poll list for County.  Two voters were recorded as #97.  After looking at the voter list that the poll workers kept, the one voter should have been #98.  Changed in both poll lists.  Poll list now says 149 voters but 151 ballots were cast.  Armstrong Creek Clerk opened bag and went through both paper ballots.  After checking to make sure all were initialed, canvass board counted paper and machine ballots.  Total was Simac 29, Holperin 65 and 1 write in for a total of 95.  Counted machine ballots and there were only 54 and machine tape total said 56.  Armstrong Creek Clerk explained that the workers ran out of tape on machine and when they put a new roll in, it did not advance.  County Clerk called Command Central to see what to do because there were 2 ballots missing.  Command Central instructed the clerk to get a machine and run an official ballot image detail report.  After report was printed, Command Central instructed the clerk that #2 was Simac, #3 Holperin and #1 either blank or under vote.  Printed report and votes were tallied for a total of 56 votes.  The ballot total is 151 which are 2 more ballots than voters.  Called GAB and was instructed to do a draw down.  Draw down results were as follows:  1 less vote for Simac, 1 less vote for Holperin.  Changed paper ballot total to 94, changed machine total to 55, for a total number of ballots cast 149.   Ballot bag was resealed with seal number 0781738.     
Blackwell-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 22.  
Caswell-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 36.  
Crandon-Ward 1 & 2 – Total number of voters 194.  
Freedom-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 171.  Did not list last voter, page number of last voter and total of absentee voters on signature page of poll book.  
Hiles-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 176. 
Laona-Wards 1, 2 & 3 – Total number of voters 410.

Lincoln-Wards 1, 2 & 3 – Total number of voters 293.  
Nashville-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 86.  
Nashville-Ward 2 – Total number of voters 179.   
Nashville-Ward 3 – Total number of voters 76.  Had 76 voters but only 75 ballots because Ward 3 voter voted on machine and election worker did not switch the machine so it counted his ballot under Ward 4 totals instead of Ward 3 totals. 
Nashville-Ward 4 – Total number of voters 5.  Had 5 voters but 6 ballots because Ward 3 voter voted on machine and election worker did not switch the machine so it counted his ballot under Ward 4 totals instead of Ward 3 totals.
Popple River-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 18.
Ross-Ward 1 – Did not use machine.  Total number of voters 46.  

Wabeno-Wards 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5 – Total number of voters 253.  Listed address changes and or name changes on supplemental poll list and also on the poll book.    
City of Crandon-Wards 1, 2, 3 & 4 – Total number of voters 537.
