The meeting was called to order by Huettl at 6:00 PM.  Motion by Soch to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Dailey.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Soch to approve the minutes of the July 25, 2011 meeting, seconded by Shaffer.   All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Paul Ehlinger was present to discuss his request to receive his sick leave payout after resigning from his position at the Forest County Highway Department on July 7, 2011, to take another position not with the County.  After much discussion with the committee and Ehlinger, it was decided that the Personnel Committee will not make a decision until the Forest County Policy and Procedures manual is developed.  At that time, whatever policy is decided upon, Ehlinger will be entitled to the same benefit under the same terms and conditions as any other employee subject to approval of the Forest County Policy and Procedures by the full County Board.  Ehlinger asked that the committee consider at least some type of payout, such as up to 100 hours or 200 hours of his accrued sick leave.  They would like the total accrued sick leave paid out if possible but would consider at least a portion of the accrued sick leave.  The committee will notify him of the decision when the Policy and Procedures are complete and finalized by the full County Board, hopefully at the November 15, 2011 County Board meeting.
Motion by Shaffer to adjourn into closed session pursuant to section 19.85(1) (c) & (f), Wis. Stats., to (1) consider the discipline of a County employee; (2) consider employment of certain individuals; and (3) consider personnel problems involving specific persons, seconded by Dailey.  Roll call vote:  Sock, AYE; Shaffer, AYE; Dailey, AYE; Huettl, AYE; absent, Dehart (1).
Motion by Soch to return to open session, seconded by Dailey.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Dailey, seconded by Soch to allow the Director of the Health Department to post the Public Health Clerk position for 5 days internally and then externally if needed then take the applications to the Public Health Committee for approval.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Shaffer, seconded by Soch to move the Non-Metallic mining duties from Solid Waste/Recycling & Zoning to Land Conservation effective January 1, 2012.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Dailey, seconded by Soch to allow Dan Peters, Forestry Department, up to 15 additional hours of compensatory time for marking timber.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Shaffer, seconded by Dailey to allow Leah Ziolkowski, Judicial Assistant, up to 15 additional hours of compensatory time.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
