FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS PROCEEDINGS

NOVEMBER 15, 2011
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on November 15, 2011, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  First Vice Chairman Millan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.
ROLL CALL

First Vice Chairman Millan welcomed the guests in attendance.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA


Motion by Vollmar, seconded by Mueller to amend the agenda adding an appointment for the Forest County Library Board.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.  Amendment approved.   Motion by Dailey, seconded by Stamper to approve the amended agenda.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Amended Agenda approved as presented.
APPROVE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 18, 2011 MEETING


Motion by Soch, seconded by LeMaster to approve the October 18, 2011 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.  Minutes approved as presented.
COMMUNICATION ON FILE WITH THE BOARD


The First Vice Chairman had the clerk read a letter from Bryan Dahlin, Northwoods Real Estate Specialists, Coldwell Banker Realtor, regarding Dave Ziolkowski.  Dahlin has worked with Ziolkowski on a number of successful land purchases for Forest County.  Dahlin wanted to share with the board Dave’s professionalism, knowledge, integrity and commitment to not only the office in which he serves but to the people of Forest County as well.


Motion by Dehart, seconded by Johnson to place letter on file.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.  

PUBLIC HEARING – 2012 BUDGET


Motion by Tauer, seconded by Dehart to open the Public Hearing for the 2012 Budget.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.

First Vice Chairman Millan opened the 2012 Budget Hearing for questions from the Supervisors and the public.  Millan, Chairman of the Finance Committee explained the challenges of preparing the budget for 2012 but that in the end it was balanced with no layoffs.  Some of the challenges was the loss of approximately $220,000.00 in revenue from the jail because of the loss of state prisoners in 2012 and approximately $42,000.00 decreased shared revenue.  The county is froze at a zero levy increase which is mandated by the state but there was an increase of 0.721% for new construction for the County.  Finance was able to keep insurance at a zero percent increase by making some minor changes to the plan.  They are as follows:  Office Copay from $20 to $25, ER Copay limit from $25 to $100, Rx Copays from $10/$20/$30 to $10/$20/$40 and the Rx out of pocket limit of $250/Individual; $500/Family is deleted. The employees share of the insurance premium will go from 7.5% to 12.6% and the employee who has a family plan will now pay the percentage of the family plan premium, not the single plus one premium.   With the passing of Act 10, employees now pay one half of the Wisconsin Retirement contribution (except for the employees with protected status) which also helped.  Mueller and Stormer discussed some of the issues with the Commission on Aging budget and how it was done and how it did not go through the Commission on Aging Committee.  Chuck Sekel, Director of Social Services was on hand to answer questions regarding the process that was followed. After some discussion, Millan stated that if they needed more money throughout the year for meals, they would have sufficient money in the Commission on Aging Fund to cover if needed.  Millan asked if anyone had any more questions or comments and there were none.  Motion by Henkel, seconded by Sparks to close the Public Hearing for the 2012 Budget.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.

APPOINTMENT OR ELECTIONS


Forest County Highway Commissioner – The Highway Commissioner was elected on November 10, 2009, which would mean by statute he would need to be re-elected to serve a two-year term.  The clerk read a letter from John Rogers informing the County Board that he would be seeking another two-year term for the County Highway Commissioner commencing on the first Monday in January, 2012.  

First Vice Chairman Millan called for any other nominations three (3) times with no response.  Motion by Stormer, seconded by Vollmar to close nominations and cast a unanimous vote for John Rogers as Forest County Highway Commissioner.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.

Forest County Library Board –Accept the recommendation of First Vice Chairman Millan to appoint Mary LeMaster and Kay Morrison to a three year term beginning January 1, 2012 and ending on December 31, 2014.  Motion by Chaney, seconded by Sparks to approve the appointments as presented.  All present voting AYE (20); absent, Huettl (1).  Motion carried.

Said expenses are anticipated to be incurred as a result of providing law enforcement and protection to the two (2) federally recognized Indian Reservations located within the corporate boundaries of Forest County, Wisconsin.

SECTION ONE:  REVISED PROVISION OF ORDINANCE 2003-01

A. That SECTION ONE of Ordinance No. 2003-01 is hereby revised to read as follows:
SECTION ONE:  DAILY INMATE FEE

(a)  Each person who is a prisoner in the Forest County Jail, from and after the effective date of this Ordinance is hereby assessed a daily inmate fee, to reimburse Forest County for actual expenses incurred by reason of said confinement, at a rate of Twenty and 00/100 ($20.00) dollars for the first day or any part of said day, and Twenty and 00/100 ($20.00) dollars per day for each day thereafter, pursuant to Wis. Stats. 302.372.
SECTION TWO:  CONFLICTS

That any Ordinance, including the previously adopted Ordinance 2003-01, in conflict with the terms of this Ordinance is hereby repealed insofar as any conflict exists.

SECTION THREE:  EFFECTIVE DATE

That this Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force and effect upon its adoption and publication pursuant to law.
