1.  The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:30 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  They included Ron Tschohl, Jim Drefahl and Harry Thurin.  ZA Pam LaBine was present and members of the audience included Jerome and Lena Petonquot.

3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the Mignon meeting, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.  Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes fo the Smith meeting, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes of the Roberts meeting, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

5. ZA presented compliance with the open meeting law and the affidavit is attached.

6. The chairman set no limit on time for each speaker.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

8. The application was read into the minutes as written and is attached.
9. The applicant stated he has no room to build a garage as the sanitary system is on one side of the home, a floodplain is on the back side of the home and there is no room with a 30 foot setback to the right of way.  They want to bring in a 14 by 32 pre built garage for storage.  

10. Staff reported that the applicant is correct.  There is almost room for a garage on the east side of the home but it must be filled and the grade is probably floodplain.  The sanitary takes up the east side of the home. 

11. There was no related correspondence.

12. Ex-parte communication.  Harry Thurin reported that the town has reviewed the application and has two requests if the variance is granted.  The first being that the line of trees be cut down in the right of way and the second being that they are restricted from storing any equipment or vehicles between the town and the road. 
13. There were no statements from witnesses.

14. There were no staff responses.

15. There were no final questions.

16. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

17. Discussion was held on the request from Jerry Petonquot to erect a garage closer than 63 feet from the center of road.  Harry Thurin said a garage is necessary here and if they agree to the town’s request, it should be granted.  Jim Drefahl said the floodplain takes up other building locations.  A discussion followed with the Petonquot’s concerning the trees and the roadway.  Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the variance as requested with the condition they clear the trees and do not park any vehicles or equipment between the road the building, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
18.  Motion to adjourn by Jim Drefahl, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
