CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Huettl, Executive Committee called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. 

Chairman Huettl welcomed all in attendance and had everyone in attendance introduce themselves.
ROLL CALL

APPROVE AGENDA

Motion by Lukas, to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Millan. All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
APPROVE MINUTES OF DECEMBER 21, 2011 MEETING
Motion by Landru, to approve minutes of the December 21, 2011 meeting, seconded by Millan.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.

DISCUSS POSSIBLE FUNDING THROUGH BIA FOR ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS
Alloway explained to members present that typically the BIA would like plans for road projects that are five (5) to ten (10) years out.  Alloway also said that the two entities should get together and discuss upcoming projects to see if they could work together.  Alloway suggested having the Highway Commissioner and Angela Jacobson, Forest County Potawatomi Utilities, meet to discuss the same.  
DISCUSS GRAVEL PIT, HOT MIX LOCATION, HAULING AND ASSOCIATED COSTS

Huettl explained the additional costs associated with hauling material from the Otter Creek location to where the hot mix plant is located.  Huettl explained that it makes it difficult for the County to compete with the competitors.  Lukas, Chairman of the Highway Committee, explained that ideally the county would like to move the hot mix plant to the Otter Creek location.  Huettl did present Chairman Frank with an emissions report for the hot mix plant.  Alloway said that FCPC would need to review the report to see if it met with the air quality specifications.  Alloway also stated that it all comes down to communication and questioned why they hadn’t received anything on the emissions previously if the county was interested in moving the plant.  Daniels asked if the county had prepared a feasibility study regarding keeping the hot mix plant vs. selling it and contracting out their blacktop needs.  The county has not done so.  The Forest County Highway Committee is currently in negotiations with WPS regarding the purchase of land where the hot mix plant is currently located.  Chairman Frank asked if the land sale was final and asked Chairman Huettl to report back to him on this matter as soon as he was able.    
DISCUSS LAND EXCHANGES THAT WOULD BE ADVANTAGEOUS TO BOTH GOVERNMENT ENTITIES

Chairman of Forestry, LeMaster and Dave Ziolkowski presented a proposal on a potential land exchange between Forest County and Forest County Potawatomi Community.  FCPC asked for a withdrawal and conveyance of roadway area for access to forty acres of FCPC land.  This withdrawal from the County Forest Program would need to be forwarded to the DNR for approval.  In lieu of these approvals, the county is proposing trading 50 acres of County land for 40 acres of FCPC land.  Forest County would request FCPC convey ownership of the 40 acres located at NWNW, Section 12, T35N, R13E in exchange for a 26 acre parcel located at S1/2SWSE, Section 25, T36N, R13E and a 24 acre parcel located at S1/2SWSW, Section 25, T36N, R13E.  Chairman Frank said that FCPC would review and get back to the county regarding the same.
DISCUSS ELDRLY MEALS AND HOW GOVERNMENT ENTITIES COULD WORK TOGETHER

Millan suggested the two government entities get together to discuss some cost saving measures for serving elderly meals.  Millan thought that on County C the County is serving individuals on one side of the road and the tribe is serving individuals on the other side.  Chairman Frank asked Millan the names of individuals that could be contacted at the County and Millan told him to contact either Chuck Sekel, Director of Social Services or Gayle Webster, Director of Commission on Aging to discuss possibly working together.
DISCUSS SHERIFF/JAIL COSTS

Huettl explained the loss of revenue the Sheriff’s Department has seen because of the loss of state prisoners.  Daniels did say that he has met with Sheriff Dennee and they have had meaningful discussions regarding working together. 
ANY OTHER BUSINESS AS PERMITTED BY LAW

Huettl explained that the state is interested in developing a Motorized Recreational Park and that Forest County is one of the locations under consideration.  Landru explained some of the particulars and said he would be happy to get FCPC the information regarding the park.  Huettl explained that before Forest County can be considered, a feasibility study needs to be done.  North Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission has agreed to do the study but the cost is $12,000.00.   Huettl explained that Dennis Lawrence from North Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission is pursuing grants to cover the cost, which would be $7,000.00 as $5,000.00 will be paid by the Forest County Chamber of Commerce from the room tax proceeds.

There being no further business, motion by Lukas to adjourn, seconded by Millan.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
