FEBRUARY 21, 2012
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on February 21, 2012, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Huettl called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.
ROLL CALL

Chairman Huettl welcomed the guests in attendance.  Chairman Huettl asked all present to stand for a moment of silence in honor of Jim Sparks, County Board Supervisor, District 18 and Don Dehart Sr., father of Don Dehart Jr. who recently passed away.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA


Motion by Henkel, seconded by Dailey to approve the agenda as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Sparks (2).  Motion carried.  Agenda approved as presented.
APPROVE MINUTES FROM NOVEMBER 15, 2011 MEETING


Motion by Millan, seconded by Chaney to approve the November 15, 2011 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Sparks (2).  Motion carried.  Minutes approved as presented.
COMMUNICATION ON FILE WITH THE BOARD


The Chairman had the clerk read a Thank You note from the family of Jim Sparks for the arrangement sent on behalf of the Forest County Board of Supervisors.  Chairman Huettl also thanked First Vice Chairman Paul Millan for running the November 15, 2011 County Board meeting in his absence.
APPOINTMENTS OR ELECTIONS


Human Service Center Board –Motion by Henkel, seconded by LeMaster, to accept the recommendation of Chairman Huettl to re-appoint Paul Millan, whose term expires in April of 2012, to the Human Service Center Board.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Sparks (2).  Motion carried.  

LEPC Committee – Motion by Shaffer, seconded by Stormer, to accept the recommendation by the LEPC Committee to appoint Marcy McGeshick, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator for Sokaogon Chippewa Community to the LEPC Committee.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Johnson, Sparks (2).  Motion carried.  

PERSONAL APPEARANCE


Paul Strong, Forest Supervisor, Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest was present to discuss the concerns of the County Board with regards to the management of the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest.  Jeff Seefeldt, District Ranger was also present.  Strong brought an article titled “Increasing the Pace of Restoration and Job Creation on Our National Forests”, which was just published by the USDA (dated February 2012).   The intent of the report is to focus on national forests and grasslands, the need for restoration that crosses all ownerships; and the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Forest Service is working with partners in an all-lands approach.  The Forest Service is pursuing a number of policies and initiatives to increase the pace of forest restoration and management on the national forests.  The aim of the efforts is to move beyond the conflicts which have characterized forest policy in the past and toward a shared vision that allows environmentalists, forest industry, local communities, and other stakeholders to work collaboratively toward healthier forests and watersheds, safer communities and more vibrant economies.  The report outlines a series of actions that will allow the Agency to further increase restoration and management on the national forests, including:  Expanding collaborative landscape partnerships; Finalizing and implementing a new forest planning rule; Implementing the Watershed Condition Framework; Improving the efficiency of the planning process for restoration projects under the National Environmental Policy Act; Implementing Integrated Resource Restoration budgeting; Implementing the Forest Service bark beetle strategy; Expanding stewardship contracting; Improving implementation and the efficiency of timber and stewardship contracts; and Expanding markets for forest products from our national forests.  Strong took questions from the members and was hopeful that the entities could work together to change how the forest is managed.  Strong encouraged members to contact Jeff Seefeldt with any ideas they may have.

Jim Schuessler, Executive Director, Forest County Economic Development Partnership was present to introduce himself to the County Board members.  Some of the issues Schuessler is currently working on are; businesses that are looking at expanding or relocating to Forest County, a revolving loan fund, maintaining current rail service, the development of the Motorized Recreation Area including a feasibility study and the issues of timber harvesting in the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest.  Schuessler informed the members that the House Natural Resources Committee voted on a plan to provide revenue to counties that currently receive payments under the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act of 2000.  H.R. 4019, the Federal Forest County Revenue, Schools and Jobs Act of 2012, creates a County, Schools and Revenue Trust and establishes an Annual Revenue Requirement for each National Forest System unit, based on an average of gross receipts from 1980-2000.  Of the ARR, 65% is shared with the counties through the County Revenue and Schools Trust and 35% is directed to the federal Treasury.  The legislation authorizes the U.S. Forest Service to carry out projects such as timber sales and issuance of permits to meet the ARR, and authorizes a five year extension for full funding of the Payment In Lieu of Taxes program.  The committee voted 26 to 17 in favor of reporting the bill to the full House of Representatives.  Schuessler informed the members to contact him with any questions or ideas they may have.

Jack Matuszewski, President, Forest County ATV Association presented a check in the amount of $500.00 to Scott Shaffer, Chairman of the Advertising Committee, to help with costs associated with attending the Sports Show March 7-11, 2012 in Milwaukee.  Chairman Huettl thanked Matuszewski and also asked him to thank the ATV Association for their donation on behalf of the Forest County Board of Supervisors.


Chairman Huettl presented Karl Tauer, Chairman of the Intergovernmental Relations Committee (Comprehensive Planning), the Northwest District 2011 Recognition Award for Excellence for Planning Document: Forest County Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan.  Huettl thanked the Comprehensive Planning, Highway, Forestry and Zoning Committees for working together on the plan along with North Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission.  Huettl also thanked Cindy Gretzinger for her time and effort working on the Comprehensive Plan.

Stat. § 111.70(1)(mm)2.

Resolution 02-2012 – Presented by the Social Services Committee

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forest County Board of Supervisors advises that:


1.
This document is intended to serve as the enabling resolution required under Wis. Stat. § 46.2895(1) to form a Long-Term Care District.


2.
Forest County declares that a need exists for a Long-Term Care District to fulfill the functions of an ADRC as enumerated in Wis. Stat. § 46.283.


3.
The purpose of the Long-Term Care District is to operate, under contract with the Department, and ADRC under Wis. Stat. § 46.283.


4.
The Long-Term Care District Governing Board shall be comprised of fifteen (15) voting members, of which eight (8) members represent the target populations served by the ADRC and one (1) member is appointed by each of the Counties and Tribes.  The Long-Term Care District Governing Board shall have the ability to exercise the powers granted herein and by statute upon passage of a resolution substantially similar to this Resolution by all Counties and Tribes.


5.
The members of the Long-Term Care District Board shall serve the terms established in the District’s by-laws, policy and/or resolution, subject to any requirements established in statute.  The length of the terms and method of staggering shall be communicated to the Counties and Tribes.


6.
The District shall be authorized to undertake all actions necessary to complete the District’s formation and organization.  Such activities shall include, without limitation, authorization to enter into a contract with the Department to operate an ADRC and enact by-laws consistent with statute and this Resolution.


7.
A copy of this resolution will be sent to the Secretaries of State departments of Administration, Health Services and Revenue as required under Wis. Stat. § 46.2895(1)(a)2.
