CALL TO ORDER
The Organizational Meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on April 17, 2012, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Huettl called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.
CERTIFICATION OF ELECTION


The Clerk certified that the supervisors, elected on April 3, 2012, are entitled to become members of the Forest County Board of Supervisors and read each District Supervisor by name.  The clerk notified those in attendance that the Certificates are on file in the County Clerk’s Office for a term of two (2) years commencing on the third Tuesday of April 2012, until the third Tuesday of April, 2014.
ROLL CALL

Chairman Huettl welcomed the guests in attendance.  
OATH OF OFFICE


Paul J. Payant, Corporation Counsel, administered the Oath of Office to the members present.  Let the record show, the oath has been accepted by all supervisors present and they are hereby verified to hold office.

Chairman Huettl congratulated the new County Board Members and asked all members to introduce themselves and then asked each new County Board member to say a few words about themselves.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA


Motion by Chaney, seconded by Dailey to approve the agenda as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Agenda approved as presented.
APPROVE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 21, 2012 MEETING


Motion by Millan, seconded by LeMaster to approve the February 21, 2012 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Minutes approved as presented.
COMMUNICATION ON FILE WITH THE BOARD


The clerk indicated that she received a letter from Congressman Sean Duffy regarding the Silviculture Regulatory Consistency Act that was sent to him thanking the county for supporting HR 2541.  The clerk also received a letter from Senator Jim Holperin thanking the County for sending a copy of the Rail Transit Resolution.  Kathryn Gibbs, came to meeting and gave all board members a copy of a letter regarding a Town of Lincoln Zoning Ordinance that was not on the agenda which she had concerns over.  Chairman Huettl asked that this matter be referred back to the Zoning Committee for resolution and then be brought to the full County Board in June.  
APPOINTMENTS OR ELECTIONS


CHAIRMAN

The Clerk read a letter of application from Paul Millan, District #4 Supervisor.  Chairman Huettl called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Dehart, seconded by Stormer that nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Paul Millan.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Huettl declared Millan elected for a two-year term.  Before turning the meeting over to Chairman Millan, Huettl made a few comments about his years on the board as Chairman, which he was elected to in 1975, and his many accomplishments since that time.  Huettl thanked the board for their support over the years and wished Chairman Millan good luck and said he would be happy to assist in any way he could.

1st VICE-CHAIRMAN

LeMaster nominated Lukas as 1st Vice-Chair.  Chairman Millan called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Berg, seconded by Matuszewski that nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Lukas.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Chairman Millan declared Terry Lukas 1st Vice-Chairman elected for a two-year term.  Lukas thanked all the members for their support.
2nd VICE-CHAIRMAN

The Clerk read a letter of application from Jimmy Landru, District #13 Supervisor.  Chairman Millan called for any other nominations.  Albrecht nominated Dailey.  Chairman Millan called (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  At that time, Landru withdrew his name as 2nd Vice-Chairman.  Motion by Huettl to close nominations, seconded by Tauer.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Motion by Albrecht, seconded by Shaffer to cast a unanimous ballot for Dailey.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Chairman Millan declared Bucky Dailey 2nd Vice-Chairman elected for a two-year term.  Dailey thanked all the members for their support.
HIGHWAY COMMITTEE

The Clerk read letters of application from Terry Lukas, Tom Vollmar and Don LeMaster.  Chairman Millan called three times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Matuszewski, seconded by Dehart to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for Lukas, Vollmar and LeMaster.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Chairman Millan declared Lukas, Vollmar and LeMaster elected for a two-year term.  Lukas, Vollmar and LeMaster thanked the members for their support.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Chairman Millan explained to the members that the Chairman, 1st Vice-Chairman and 2nd Vice-Chairman are automatically on this committee.  The Clerk read a letter of application from Don LeMaster, District #2 Supervisor.   Lukas nominated Mike Albrecht.  Huettl nominated Scott Shaffer.  Berg nominated Jim Stormer.  Chairman Millan called three times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Albrecht, seconded by Chaney to close nominations.  Chairman Millan asked the members to vote for two (2) of the four (4) nominees by signed ballot and informed the members that the two (2) members with most votes would be elected to serve on that committee.  Tellers, Dehart, Tauer and Chaney collected ballots.  The two (2) members receiving the highest votes and therefore elected for a two-year term as members of the Executive Committee were LeMaster and Albrecht.   LeMaster and Albrecht both thanked the members for their support.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to utilize County Forest Project Loan funding from the Department of Natural Resources in the sum of $500,000.00 to begin purchasing 4 blocks of forestland within Forest County for the purpose of adding to the Forest County Forest.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to apply for and utilize County Forest Project Loan funding from the Department of Natural Resources, in subsequent years, to purchase the remaining blocks of forestland within Forest County for the purpose of adding to the Forest County Forest.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to apply for and utilize Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant funding, if available, to reimburse Forest County up to 50% of the cost of acquiring all four blocks of forestland; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to sign and complete any and all loans, grants and documents to complete the four land acquisitions and enrollment of the land into the County Forest Program pursuant to section 28.11(4) Wis. Stats.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to utilize Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant Funding, if available, to reimburse Forest County up to 50% of the cost of this acquisition; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to sign and complete any and all documents to complete the land acquisition and enrollment of the land into the County Forest Program pursuant to SS. 28.11 (4) Wis. Stats.

        SECTION TWO:  SPEED LIMIT ESTABLISHED

       The speed limit for that portion of County Highway “C” be and the same is hereby established at 45 miles per hour on that portion of County Highway “C” described as follows, to-wit:Commencing at 3rd Street in the Town of Wabeno and proceeding in an easterly fashion to the Forest County/ Marinette County line. 

         SECTION THREE:  SIGNS REQUIRED

        That the Forest County Highway Department is hereby authorized and directed to erect appropriate signs in conformance with regulations for the location of said signs, which regulations are prescribed by the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation, and which shall provide notice to travelers upon that portion of County Highway “C” to which this Ordinance applies.

        SECTION FOUR:  EFFECTIVE DATE

        This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and publication as required by law, and shall only be effective after the appropriate signs giving notice of such modified speed limits have been erected and are in place.

        SECTION FIVE:  CONFLICTS

        Any Ordinance previously adopted by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that is in conflict with the terms of this Ordinance are hereby repealed insofar as any conflict exists.
