Minutes of the Forest County board of Adjustment

Friday, April 20th, 2012

1.  The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:00 a.m. in the Freedom town hall at the    above address.

2.  The roll was called and members present included Ron Tschohl, Chairman and Harry Thurin.  John Harter, town of Freedom side board member, ZA Pam Labine, Brice Derricks, applicant and Richard Nachreiner were present.  Member Jim Drefahl  and member Dan Samz were unavailable.  Member John Harter was ineligible to sit for this meeting.  A quorum was present.

3.  Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

4.  ZA read the application and it is attached.

5.  Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

6.  Brice Derricks spoke of his application.  He told the board how he lives here now and needs a garage to store his vehicle and belongings.  If he sited the garage next to the home, key rooms would have no light and there is an exit on that side that would be blocked.  He does not want to back out into the road because of 4 wheelers and cars in the neighborhood.  The sanitary system was placed so the pumper truck could access the tank and it takes up much of the frontage of the lot.  He needs the remaining space to access the water with his dock and boat.  
7.  ZA asked the town supervisor how wide the road was in this area.  If it is 66 feet for a right of way the garage would be in the ROW about 6 six feet.  The shore is flat, well vegetated and has no erosion.  The sanitary is new.  

8.  John Harter spoke that the town chairman thinks the right of way is 66 feet but in this area with only three homes, there is no objection to the garage being placed at 27 feet from the ROW.  He indicated that other roads in the area are 50 feet wide and there is no problem with this variance request.


Mr. Derricks said he does not want to back into the road.  The lot is 151 feet deep.
9.  The chairman asked if there were any further questions.  There were none.
10.  Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. 

11.  The board began their deliberations.  Harry Thurin said that once again he will say that a garage is a necessity up here.  He can see that access to the lake should not be blocked from access for equipment and that attaching the garage to the home is not an option.  There is no erosion, everything is well drained.  This is not an overly large garage.  Ron Tschohl asked if there was any contact from the neighbors or others.  ZA replied there was not.  The town was represented.  Discussion was held on the new NR 115 and Act 170.  This lot is only 151 feet deep and that only leaves 13 to 20 feet of buildable area.  It is a lot of record.  Harry Thurin spoke of how driving out of the driveway is safer than backing out.  There being no further discussion, motion by Harry Thurin to approve the variance for Brice Derricks to place a garage at 27 feet from the center of the town road and to exceed the 20 impervious surface limitation, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.  
12.  Motion by Harry Thurin to adjourn, all in favor, motion approved.
