Minutes of the Forest County BOA

Thursday, May 17th, 2012

10:00 p.m. Nashville Town Hall

1.  The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:00 a.m. in the Nashville Town Hall.

2.   The roll was called and all members were present.  They included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Jim Drefahl and Harry Thurin.  ZA Pam LaBine was present as was Lee Lamers, the applicant.  Members of the audience included Dick Jahnke, Jerry Heitpas, Mark Wryo, Eugene Wryo, Arvin Schroeder, and  Allen Schroeder.

3.   Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

4.   Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes of the Derrecks variance request, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

5.   The Chairman asked the ZA to confirm compliance with the open meetings law.  ZA entered into the record the affidavit of mailing to the landowners within 300 feet and an affidavit of printing for two weeks from the paper.
6.  The Chairman informed the participants that each will have three minutes to speak.

7.   Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

8.   The Chairman asked the ZA to read the application.  The application is entered into the file.

9.   The applicant spoke.  In addition to his written statement, he said this lot was formed prior to zoning.  There used to be more earth to the backside but due to the rising of the water because of the culvert, there isn’t enough room. He’s asking for a 45 foot setback to the lake and backwater  to make a buildable area.   He would address questions later.  The neighbors have a setback to the lake of 28 feet, Schube, and Wryo of 35 feet to the OHWM.  
10.  The Chairman asked for the staff report.  ZA said she printed an NRCS soil report for the property.  It is silt loam and is suitable for housing and sanitary issues.  She also entered into the record a letter from Tom Blake the DNR representative.  There were two requests for information, Charles Klassen and Wryo who are present.  Klassen had no comment.
11.  The Chairman asked for X-parte communications.  There were none. 

12.  The Chairman asked for statements from any witnesses.  Dick Jahnke asked if this would interfere with the Roberts Lake Association easement to the dam.  Lee Lamers said the easement was set up for the owners of the land along the way.  Allen Schroeder said the dam easement is for rebuilding of the dam only, all other access is by water.  ZA asked if there were any concerns for a rescue squad getting into the driveway, backing up and getting out.  Jerry Heitpas raised his hand.  Harry Thurin said the fire truck would be the hardest.  ZA said the county requires a twenty foot road bed for access and there is between 17 and 20 feet of road currently there.  She asked if he was planning on improving the road.  Mr. Schroeder said they went through an 18 month environmental impact study to put the road in. It is planned for 24 feet.  He stated he was on the Wabeno fire department and they have gone through places much worse than that.

12. They plan on improving the road with in an 18 month interval.  ZA said she needed to call attention to one last issue and that was the 30 feet the Schroeders added to this lot from lot 17.  Lot 17 is now substandard by everyone’s rule.  However the Schroeders own the next 400 feet and they must now add land to that lot to make a 20K square foot lot. Mr. Schroeder said they would move the lot line and make two lots there, both conforming as much as possible.  ZA asked the applicant how many square feet was in this lot.  Mr. Lamers said they figured 14 to 15K.  ZA said the 20 % lot coverage would still apply.  


13.  Chairman Tschohl asked if there were any other questions.  
14.  Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.  

15.  The chairman asked if there was any reason to go into closed session.  No board member felt this necessary.
16.  The committee began their deliberations by answering the decision form.  Harry Thurin said the hardship was created by the culvert that raised the water.  The public will not be harmed because the road will be improved.  Unnecessary hardship is present because of the topography of the lot.  The culvert was again discussed.   ZA asked if there were to be any mitigations placed on this variance.  Jim Drefahl  said the road should be maintained at 20 feet.  Ron Tschohl said the view corridor should be cut to 20 feet from 30 as the hill is very steep.   Motion by Harry Thurin to grant the variance request of 45 feet from both OHWMs, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
17.  The chair asked ZA if there was any other business.  There being none, Motion by Harry Thurin to adjourn, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.  


The chair advised the applicant that the DNR has 30 days to contest this decision.
