APPROVE MINUTES OF THE MAY 14, 2012 FINANCE MEETING

APPEARANCE BY DAVE DEYOUNG, STIFEL NICOLAUS & COMPANY, INC. TO DISCUSS AND TAKE POSSIBLE ACTION ON COUNTY HIGHWAY SHOP REFINANCING RESOLUTION
Dave DeYoung from Stifel Nicolaus & Company, Inc. was present to meet with the Finance Committee, Treasurer and Clerk regarding refinancing of the County Highway Shop and the County Highway C Project.  A teleconference call was held with Standard & Poor’s regarding the refinancing.   A draft Resolution, Municipal Information Questionnaire, Certificate of Compliance With Open Meeting Law Public Notice Requirements and Private Activity and Other Tax Matters Questionnaire was received from Quarles & Brady LLP.  Dave DeYoung and Chairman Millan recommended sending the draft Resolution to Paul Payant, Corporation Counsel for review and the documents mentioned above be filled out.  Mr. DeYoung asked the Clerk to send the draft Resolution to County Board Members in their packets so they could review but to make them aware that the final draft would not be available until the actual County Board meeting on June 19, 2012.  
Motion by Landru, seconded by Millan to forward the refinancing resolution on to the June 19, 2012 County Board Meeting for consideration.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.   

Motion by Landru, seconded by Millan to forward the resolution regarding combining the Forest County Highway Department debt service loan and the Forest County Highway C project on to the June 19, 2012 County Board Meeting for consideration.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.

DISCUSS AND TAKE POSSIBLE ACTION ON RESOLUTION TO ALLOW FOREST COUNTY TO COOPERATE IN THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A REGIONAL COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT CONSORTIUM COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE NORTHWOODS CONSORTIUM

DISCUSS FUNDING FOR SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT COMPUTER SYSTEM

The committee discussed the proposal from Computer Information Systems, Inc. for the CIS computer system for the Law Enforcement Center.  The total cost of the system is $264,406.00. The Sheriff & Justice Committee met on June 4, 2012 and did refer the matter to the Finance Committee.  Chairman Millan informed the committee that himself and the clerk met with Eugene Shawano, FCP Tribal Administrator and Cara Kulhanek, FCP Grants Development Specialist on June 6, 2012 regarding possibly working with them to find funding for this and other projects for Forest County. Millan asked that this item be placed on the next Finance Agenda for approval as he wanted to see if there would be any grants out there to cover this project.
