Resolution 32-2012 - Presented by the Forestry and Recreation Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors authorize the withdrawal from the County Forest Program the Forest County land described above and to transfer the land to the Forest County Potawatomi Community pursuant to the terms of the agreement between Forest County and the Forest County Potawatomi Community.

ORDINANCES
Ordinance 13-2012 – Presented by the Zoning Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS as follows:


SECTION ONE:  AUTHORITY GRANTED

That the authority for adopting this Ordinance is more fully contained in Wis. Stats. 349.11(1) and (3).


SECTION TWO:  SPEED LIMIT ESTABLISHED


The speed limit for that portion of County Highway “H” be and the same is hereby reduced from 35 miles per hour to 25 miles per hour on that portion of County Highway “H” described as follows:  to-wit:  commencing at State Highway “32” to Forest Avenue in the Town of Laona; and


SECTION THREE:  SIGNS REQUIRED


That the Forest County Highway Department is hereby authorized and directed to erect appropriate signs in conformance with regulations for the location of said signs, which regulations are prescribed by the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation, and which shall provide notice to travelers upon that portion of County Highway “H” to which this Ordinance applies.


SECTION FOUR:  EFFECTIVE DATE


This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and publication as required by law, and shall only be effective after the appropriate signs giving notice of such modified speed limits have been erected and are in place.
SECTION FIVE:  CONFLICTS
Any Ordinance previously adopted by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that is in conflict with the terms of this Ordinance are hereby repealed insofar as any conflict exists.
