1.   The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:45 at the Hiles town hall.

2.   The roll was called. Members present were Ron Tschohl, Harry Thurin and Dan Samz. ZA Pam LaBine was present along with the owners, Mr. and Mrs. William Herstowski.
3.   Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.

4.   ZA confirmed compliance with the open meetings requirement and it is attached.
5.   The chairman put no limits on time for any speaker.

6.   Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.

7.   ZA read the application.

8.   Mr. Herstowski said the only place to build a small garage, 18 x 24 is closer to the road than allowed.  The other areas on the property are taken up by the sanitary system, the well or are inaccessible.  Most of the property is considered wetland. 

They live here full time and winter is coming.  They need a place for storage.  The small shed houses their electric and can’t be moved easily.

9.   ZA confirmed the placement of the wetland, well and sanitary.

10.  There was no related correspondence.

11.  The board related no ex-part communication.

12.   There were no statements from witnesses.

13.   There were no requests from staff.

14.   There were no final questions.

15.   Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.  

16.  The board began their deliberations.  Harry Thurin said a garage is necessary up here.  All board members noted the surrounding wetlands and the placement of well and sanitary.  Discussion was held on how far to go away from the road.  

17.   Motion by Harry Thurin to allow the Herstowski’s to build an 18 x 24 garage 40 feet from the centerline of Pine Lake Road.  Second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.  The Herstowskis were cautioned not to fill any wetlands.  There were no other conditions as this is not a riparian lot. 

18.   Motion by Harry Thurin to adjourn, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.
