ORDINANCES
Ordinance 13-2012 – Presented by the Zoning Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS as follows:


SECTION I.  The County Board of Forest County hereby adopts Section 106.50, Wis. Stats., and all subsequent amendments thereto.


SECTION II.  The officials and employees of the County of Forest shall assist in the orderly prevention and removal of all discrimination in housing, within the county, by implementing the authority and enforcement procedures set forth in Section 106.50, Wis. Stats. 


SECTION III.  The Northwoods Housing Consortium shall maintain forms for complaints to be filed under Section 106.50, Wis. Stats., and shall assist any person alleging a violation thereof in the county to file a complaint there under with the Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development, Equal Rights Division, for enforcement of Section 106.50, Wis. Stats.



SECTION IV.  That this Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force and effect upon its adoption and publication pursuant to law.
