Meeting Minutes

Forest County Board of Adjustment

Tuesday, October 16th, 2012

Freedom Town Hall, 918 McAurther Trail, Wabeno, WI.  54566

1. The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:45 in the Freedom Town Hall.

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  Those included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Jim Drefahl, and Harry Thurin.  ZA Pam LaBine was present to record the minutes and landowner Mrs. T Resch was in attendance with the Town Chairman, Don Vannieuwienhoven.

3. Motion by Harry Thurin to hold over the minutes of the last meeting, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
4. ZA confirmed compliance with the open meeting law and those documents are included in these minutes.
5. The chairman placed no time limits on any speakers.

6. Motion by harry thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

7. ZA read the application and it is attached to these minutes.

8. Mrs. Ruesh told the board that they need a storage garage to hold the equipment necessary for operation of the resort.  This lot is across the street from their resort and is long and thin. Abuilding could be placed on the lot but setbacks could not be maintained except in the south west side of the building.  She would like to remove the semi trailer they are now using as it is an eyesore.  She also asked the board to give her the least distance from the centerline of the town road as they don’t know what increments buildings come in. She said this is a lot of record.
9. ZA said the lot is at the corner of two town roads so a corridor of 200 feet should be maintained for safety to check for traffic when exiting Hamilton Drive.  This is the last eye sore in the area. 

10. There was no related correspondence.

11. There was no ex-parte communications.

12. Ron Tschohl asked the Town Chairman if there was any problem with lessening setbacks on this road.  There were no concerns.

13. ZA said that if the garage was placed parallel to the road arrangements should be made to infiltrate the roof runoff before it gets to the road.  She asked Mr. Vannieuwienhoven if the town could ditch that side of the road.  He affirmed that was possible.

14. There were no final questions.

15. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

16. The board began deliberations on the Resch variance application.  Harry Thurin said that garages were necessary here and this being a resort, even more so.  Jim Drefahl said the board should describe a building envelope for the Reschs to give them the most flexibility when placing the building.  The lot is a lot of record. 

Discussion was held on the runoff from the building.  The runoff should be directed by either gutters or drain tile beneath the eves.  

Motion by Jim Drefahl to grant the Resch variance to the northeast corner of the building at 50 feet from the center line of Krahn Court and the northwest corner of the building to be at 50 feet from the centerline of Krahn Court.  The south west corner of the building will maintain the 63 feet from the center line of Hamilton Drive and the south east corner eve will maintain 45 feet from the center line of Hamilton Drive.  

The Reschs are directed to infiltrate the roof runoff to either roof gutters or an underground system beneath the eves.  

The motion was given a second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
