FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS PROCEEDINGS

NOVEMBER 13, 2012
CALL TO ORDER
The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on November 13, 2012, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Millan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Ann Mihalko, read the agenda.

Chairman Millan asked for a moment of silence to show respect for veterans in honor of Veterans Day.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA


Motion by Cleereman, seconded by Dailey to approve the agenda as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Agenda approved as presented.
APPROVE MINUTES FROM OCTOBER 16, 2012 MEETING


Motion by Huettl, seconded by Stamper to approve the October 16, 2012 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Minutes approved as presented.
PUBLIC HEARING – 2013 BUDGET


Motion by Lukas, seconded by Kincaid to open the Public Hearing for the 2013 Budget.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.


Chairman Millan explained to the board that the 2013 budget did include a $.25 raise for all employees.  The Sheriff’s Deputies also will be receiving a raise per their contract which was negotiated with Personnel and Finance which is on the agenda for approval.  Millan opened the 2013 Budget Hearing for questions from the Supervisors first and then the public.  Some of the questions from supervisors involved III C1 Congregate Meals, Safe and Stable Families, County Park, 911 and Youth Aids.   A member of the public inquired about the Forestry revenues, specifically what the Forestry total under Intergovernmental Revenues and the stumpage due under Public Charges for Services was made up of.  The clerk retrieved the individual worksheets and explained what the totals included.  The gentleman suggested breaking out Forestry State Resource Aid, Forestry Administrator Grant and Forestry Variable Acreage Grant so that they were easier to see and not combine them.  Millan said he would speak to the auditors about his suggestions.   Millan asked if there were any other questions or concerns and there were none.  Motion by Stormer, seconded by Tauer to close the Public Hearing for the 2013 Budget.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.

COMMUNICATION ON FILE WITH THE BOARD


The clerk read an article sent by the National Association of Development Organizations regarding North Central Regional Planning Commission receiving the National Association of Development Organization 2012 Innovation Award for the Wood Technology Center of Excellence located at the Northcentral Technical College.  Motion by Dailey, seconded by Berg to place communication on file.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.

Chairman Millan also presented the board with a plaque from Wisconsin County Mutual Insurance Corporation for Best Overall Loss Control Program for 2011 in recognition of Forest County’s exemplary loss control efforts in 2011.   Chairman Millan asked Supervisor Huettl, who is also on the board of directors for Wisconsin County’s Association to say a few words on behalf of County Mutual.  Huettl congratulated all the board members and employees of Forest County for all they do to keep loss control at a minimum as it is not an easy task. 
APPOINTMENTS OR ELECTIONS


Forest County Library Board –Accept the recommendation of Chairman Millan to appoint Christine Janczewski, Erica Warning and Susan Baine to three year terms beginning January 1, 2013 and ending on December 31, 2015.  Motion by Tauer, seconded by Gifford to approve the appointments as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  
PERSONAL APPEARANCE


Todd Propson was present to speak about communication issues the local fire and rescue agencies are facing.  He explained to the board that he would like to be placed on the next Emergency Management agenda to discuss these issues.  LeMaster asked that after that meeting, the Emergency Management Director report back to the board on what issues were discussed at that meeting.
RESOLUTIONS

Resolution 36-2012 - Presented by the Finance Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the County Board hereby accepts the recommended budget of the Finance Committee, a true and correct copy of which has been received by the members of the Forest County Board of Supervisors and which is on file in the County Clerk’s office and which shall be published in the Forest Republican pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, Chapter 59.60.
Motion by Stamper seconded by Dehart to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
Resolution 37-2012 - Presented by the Sheriff and Justice Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS in session this 13th day of November, that this application be made to the State of Wisconsin for aid as provided for in Wis. Stats. 20.455(kt), (ku) and (kw) and law enforcement duties of the Sheriff arising by reason of federal legislation transferring jurisdiction over Indian criminal matters to the State of Wisconsin.  Said expenses are anticipated to be incurred as a result of providing law enforcement and protection to the two (2) federally recognized Indian Reservations located within the corporate boundaries of Forest County, Wisconsin.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the application be for the year beginning January 1, 2013 through and including December 31, 2013, and that the agreements of the Sheriff and Forest County be incorporated herein by reference as if fully set forth.
Motion by Huettl, seconded by Berg to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
Resolution 38-2012 - Presented by the Commission on Aging Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors in session this 13th day of November, 2012, that the Coordinator for the Commission on Aging, namely Gayle Webster, is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and submit to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, an application for assistance to provide transportation services to the elderly and handicapped during 2013, all pursuant to Sec.  85.21 of Wisconsin Statutes and further, in conformation with the rules and regulations promulgated by the Department of Transportation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the obligation of county funds in the amount not to exceed 20% of that amount allocated to the county by the grant referred to above, in order to provide the required local matching funds.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the County Board Chairman and the County Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute a State Aid Contract with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, all pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes Sec. 85.21 in order to accomplish the foregoing. 
Motion by Stormer, seconded by LeMaster to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
Resolution 39-2012 - Presented by the Commission on Aging Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the Forest County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the County Board Chairman and County Clerk to execute a contract with the Greater Wisconsin Agency for Aging Resources for funds allocated for Forest County under the 2013 County Plan for Elderly Citizens.

Motion by Berg seconded by Collins to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
Resolution 40-2012 - Presented by the Sheriff and Justice Committee
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Forest County Board of Supervisors in session this 13th day of November, 2012, that the 2012-2013 negotiated agreement with the Forest County Deputy Sheriffs’ Association, Local 114, Labor Association of Wisconsin be implemented.

Motion by Shaffer, seconded by Landru to approve resolution as presented.  Lukas pointed out a typographical error under Appendix “A”.  It read Effective June 1, 2012, when it should have read Effective June 1, 2013.  

Motion by Dehart, seconded by Gifford to amend the resolution.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Amended resolution adopted.

Resolution 41-2012 – Presented by the Forest County Board Chairman

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS approve the appointment of Karl Tauer as County Representative for the Kentuck Lake Protection and Rehabilitation District.

Motion by Dailey, seconded by Huettl to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (21).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.
