Meeting Minutes

Forest County Board of Adjustment

Monday, December 3rd, 2012

10:00 a.m. Nashville Town Hall

1.  The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:00 a.m. in the Nashville Town Hall.

2.  The roll was called and the following members were present, ron Tschohl, Chairman, Jim Drefahl and alternative member Wayne Dahl.  ZA Pam LaBine was there to record the minutes and Mark Tetzlaff were present.

3.  Approval of the last minutes were as follows:  


Motion byJim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the Krawze BOA on August 31st, 2012, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.  Wayne Dahl abstaining.


Motion by Jim Drefahl to hold over the minutes of the Herstowski BOA on September 24th, 2012 until the attending members are present to vote, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.


Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the Resch BOA on October 16th, 2012, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.  Wayne Dahl abstaining.
4.  ZA explained to the board that the amount of days for compliance with the open meeting law was not met by one day. Motion by Wayne Dahl to continue with the public hearing as the Town of Nashville has already approved the request, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

5.  The chairman set no limits on each speaker.

6.  Motion by Wayne Dahl to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in  favor, motion approved. 

7.  ZA read the application.

8.  Trish Tetzlaff read the attached statement.  

9.  ZA gave the staff report.  She noted that the placement of the garage must be at least 13 feet from a line drawn between the two vent pipes of the sanitary system as there is a six foot wide bed  and the garage must be at least ten feet from the drainfield.  She also noted that room must be left for a pump truck to service the septic tank.  The shoreyard is very steep and there are lines of erosion in the lawn.  The view corridor is slightly more than 40 feet. 

10. There was no related correspondence.

11. There was no ex-parte communications

12. Wayne Dahl wanted to know how the Tetzlaff’s were going to pitch to area where the old garage was going to be torn down.  They replied that they would pick up the concrete and the runoff would be pitched toward the ditch at the road side.  They also wanted to expand the home and the expansion would take place toward this area.  All runoff would be pitched toward the road or put in the ground.  

13. There were no additional questions from staff.

14. There were no final questions.

15. Motion by Wayne Dahl to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

16. There was no motion to go into closed session.

17. ZA read through the decision sheet.  Harry Thurin considered the placement of the garage a hindrance to sight and safety.  Discussion was held on runoff.  Wayne Dahl thought their plans to recontour the shoreyard side of the home would slow down water and pitching the previous garage site toward the road would lessen the water running toward the lake.  Ron Tschohl noted this is a lot of record.  
18. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the Tetzlaff’s request for variance to place a garage 40 feet from the centerline of the road and allow for exceeding the impervious surface standards of Forest County and also allow a 400 square foot addition to the home, second by Wayne Dahl, all in favor, motion approved.  Five conditions for mitigation were noted on the decision sheet. 
19. Discussion was held on training in January or February.  The board agreed and ZA is to arrange for this meeting.

20. Motion by Wayne Dahl to adjourn, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
