Resolution 15-2013- Presented by Forestry and Recreation Committee with the support of the AD Hoc Federal Sustainable Forest Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that by County Board Action, Forest County, Wisconsin requests the United States House of Representatives and the United States Senate to:

1.
Change United States Forest Service (USFS) policy to maximize the health of forests at the landscape level by requiring USFS harvesting levels at the annual allowable harvest as determined through silviculture prescriptions  that can be supported by scientific means: and

2.
Require forest health management (including timber programs) to be the highest priority in all management areas and change USFS policy to require forest units to provide detailed plans on how forest health management (including timber programs) will be funded through appropriations and the use of Stewardship Contracting receipts.  This funding plan shall prioritize spending; and

3.
Change USFS appropriation percentages earmarked for forest health management (including timber programs) to be at least 60% of the budget by 2015 with the requirement to harvest at least 80% of the annual allowable harvest in each forest; and


4.
Take action to extend or make permanent Stewardship Contracting Authority; and


5.
Change USFS policy to shift funding for non-forest health management programs
        to Stewardship Contracting receipts or user fees by 2015; and


6.
Require Forest Plan revisions to meet the directives listed above.

Resolution 16-2013- Presented by Highway Committee

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the 4.842 acres of real estate owned by Terry LaRock near the Town of Laona salt shed site shall be exchanged for the 2.376 acres of land owned by the Forest County Highway Department near said Laona salt shed site.
