Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment

Monday, May 13th, 2013

12 Noon, Town of Wabeno Fire Hall

1.
The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 12 Noon in the Town of Waben Fire hall.

2.
Present were members of the committee, Ron Tschohl, Chairman, John Aschenbrenner, and Harry Thurin.  Members of the audience were the applicants, Rob Schraeder, Joe Ball and Joe Melcher.
3.
Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved.  
4.
Motion by John Aschenbrenner to approve the minutes of the last meeting that was a training session, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved. 

5.
Chairman Ron Tschohl confirmed that the requirements of the open meeting rule were met and are entered into the minutes.

6.
Chairman Tschohl did not put a time limit for any speaker.
7.
Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing for Rob Schraeder, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved. 

8.
The application was read into the minutes and it is attached to these minutes.

9.
Rob Schraeder testified that this lot is a 60 foot lot record he inherited from his father.  He wants to place his home in line with the other homes on either side of his lot. He wants to place a Bilco door to his basement and therefor a setback reduction is needed on that side.  His statement is attached.
10.
Harry Thurin said that there are no measurements set out for the sanitary system so they could not judge where the house could go.  He advised Mr. Schroeder that it would be better if all the measurements were set before the board made their decision.

Motion by Harry Thurin to table the Schrader variance request until more information is gathered to be presented to the board, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved.

12.
Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing for Tom Ball, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved.

13.
Chairman Ron Tschohl confirmed compliance with the open meetings law and it is attached.
14.
Chairman Tschohl did not put time limits on any speaker.

15.
Motion by John Aschenbrenner to open the public hearing, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

16.
The application of Tom Ball was read into the minutes and it is attached.  
17.
Tom Ball said that his proposed home would meet the setback on one side of the lake but it would not meet the setback on the other side.  The side in question would be 55 feet instead of 75 feet.  All sides of the shoreline are well vegetated and will remain so.  This site has two shoreline setbacks.  If the house were moved to maintain the 75 foot setback on the all sides, it would encroach on the only place the sanitary system could be.   The home is almost in the same footprint of the original structure as they want to use the old basement.  The old sanitary system would be abandoned and a new one installed.  The short setback to OHWM would not have a view corridor.

Staff did not attend this hearing.  Board members inspected the site and will comment at the appropriate time.

There was no related correspondence.

There was no ex-parte communications reported.

There were no witnesses.

There were no final questions.

Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by John Aschenbrenner all in favor, motion approved.  

24.
Discussion was held on the Joe Ball property on King Lake.  Harry Thurin noted that the shoreline has not been disturbed and the home is more than 75 feet on one side of the lake.  There is a view corridor.  John Aschenbrenner noted the home is not overly large for the site.  The DNR letter was read into the minutes and is attached.  Ron Tschohl noted the soils and vegetation are good and there is no erosion.  Harry Thurin noted the home would be basically over the old footprint utilizing the old portion of the basement and there would be less disturbance this way.  A new sanitary system would replace the old pit and take up a good portion of the property to the south.  Ron Tschohl said they could require leaving the buffer in place on all sides, gutter the home and run it into a water garden or pit.  Motion by Harry Thurin to approve a reduced setback to the west side of the lot and a reduced setback to the north shoreline as long as the buffer remains in place with no view corridor, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved.  
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
