APPROVE MINUTES FROM THE FEBRUARY 12, 2013 FINANCE & EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING
Motion by LeMaster to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2013 meeting, seconded by Albrecht.   All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
DISCUSS 40 HOUR WORK WEEK FOR DISTRICT ATTORNEY STAFF AND CHILD SUPPORT STAFF
District Attorney Simono was present to show the committee the revenue the office is generating by having the extra hours to process more cases through the court system.  This also has helped with the child support cases and Shannon can claim some of the hours to be reimbursed through the state funding.  Motion by LeMaster to continue the 40 hour work week for both DA and Child Support offices for another two months to be reviewed at that time, seconded by Albrecht.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
DISCUSS CVSO PART-TIME SECRETARY POSITION
Paul will talk to both tribes to see if there are volunteers or assistances that could be offered for the CVSO from the tribes.  Motion by Dailey to keep CVSO hours at 40 for two more months and then to be reviewed at that time, seconded by Albrecht.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
DISCUSS ZONING ISSUES
There have been numerous complaints with zoning issues in the Town of Lincoln and Town of Nashville in the last few months.  Dave Meier from the Town of Lincoln has offered to facilitate a public hearing to help resolve the issues with shoreland zoning.  Motion by LeMaster to have Dave Meier facilitate a public hearing on shoreland zoning issues, seconded by Lukas.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
DISCUSS PROGRESS ON FAIR GROUNDS
The fair will be at the current fairgrounds for 2013, however in 2014 the fair will be held at the Crandon International Off Road Raceway grounds
DISCUSS COORDINATION CONTRACT
The contract between Forest County and The Foundation of Common Sense, Inc. will not be continued after the initial $3000 is depleted.   Motion by Albrecht to discontinue the contract, seconded by Lukas.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
DISSCUSS AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION-NORTHWOODS REGIONAL REVOLVING LOAN FUND
Motion by LeMaster to send resolution to full county board, seconded by Dailey.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
