Resolution 18-2013 – Presented by Sheriff & Justice Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Sheriff’s Department shall be allowed to sell, via auction or the internet, personal property that was either stolen, found or left unclaimed and in the possession of the Sheriff’s Department for over a year.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Sheriff shall annually remit the proceeds of any sale of stolen, found or unclaimed property to the treasurer to become part of the general fund of the county.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Sheriff shall file a verified report with the County Clerk of the sheriff’s action in connection therewith.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forest County Board of Supervisors authorizes the County board Chair or his designee to serve on the CWED Board.
BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Forest County Board of Supervisors authorizes the County Board Chair to sign and execute all necessary documentation to complete said participation on behalf of Forest County.

      Resolution 21-2013- Presented by Social Services Committee 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF  SUPERVISORS that the new part-time, limited term position of ADRC  Administrative Assistant be approved and continued as long as the funding for said  position continues being received.

Resolution 22-2013- Presented by Sheriff & Justice Committee

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the County Chairman shall be authorized to enter into a memorandum of understanding where the Forest County Sheriff’s Office would obtain two (2) full time sheriff’s deputy positions, as well as associated equipment, including a squad car, provided 100% of the funding is obtained from the Forest County Potawatomi Tribe.

ORDINANCES

    Ordinance 03-2013 – Presented by the Land Sale & Delinquent Tax Committee

    NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE FOREST
    COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS as follows:

Section I.
Previous Ordinances. The Forest County Ordinance Nos. 1-84, 02-87, and 02-95 be revised and the same is hereby deleted in its entirety. 

Section II.
Delegated Authority.  

(a)
The Committee is hereby authorized to sell or convey tax-deeded lands by any manner and upon such terms as authorized by law under Sections 75.35 and 75.69, Wis. Stats., including without restriction because of enumeration, sale by land contract, or by quit claim or warranty deed with mortgage from vendee to secure any unpaid balance of the purchase price.  
(b)
The Committee is authorized to engage licensed real estate brokers and salespersons to assist in selling such land and pay a commission for such service and to advertise such sale in such manner as it deems proper. The Committee may appropriate such sums of money as may be necessary to carry out the provisions of this ordinance and Wisconsin Statutes. 

Section III.
Procedure.

(a)
Appraisal required.

(1) “Appraised value” means the value determined by the Committee.
(2) The members of the Committee shall have the authority to determine an appraised value of each parcel of property to be sold. In the event the Committee, by majority vote, is unable to establish an appraised value, the Committee shall have the right to employ at least one certified appraiser, as defined in s. 458.01(7) of the Wisconsin Statutes, to establish the value. 

(b)
Initial notice required.

Once the appraised value is determined, the Committee shall cause a notice to be published in the Forest Republican for three (3) consecutive weeks, in accordance with Ch. 985 of the Wisconsin Statutes, with the following information: 

(1) A description of the land to be sold, together with the appraised value, which shall be deemed as the minimum bid. The Committee may, at their discretion, include in the minimum bid all appraisal and advertising costs, and full amount of any delinquent taxes, assessments, special charges and penalties due.   
(2)
The following statement shall appear with each publication: “Bids will be received at the County Treasurer’s office in the Forest County Courthouse, 200 East Madison Street, Crandon, WI, on the above property until ____________, at ________ o’clock. No bid will be accepted for less than the appraised value. A deposit of 10% on each bid on each legal description of land shall accompany each application or bid for purchase and this deposit shall be returned if the application is rejected by the Forest County Land Sales and Delinquent Tax Committee or if accepted, shall be applied to the purchase price upon completion of the sale. Upon acceptance of the bid, the purchaser shall pay, within fifteen (15) days of notice of acceptance, the remaining purchase price.
No tax delinquent property may be sold by the Committee unless notice of such sale is mailed to the clerk of the municipality in which the property is located at least three (3) weeks prior to the time of the sale. 

(c)
Bids Required: Form

Forms for submitting bids shall be prepared and made available to the public at the County Treasurer’s office. Only sealed bids will be accepted by the County Treasurer, who upon receipt shall note upon bid envelope, the time it was received. The bid envelope shall be addressed to the Forest County Treasurer, describing the parcel to which it relates. 

(d)
Bid Opening and Acceptance at Duly Convened Meetings

(1) That bid which is highest and which is equal to or above the appraised value shall be deemed to be accepted. 
(2) Property may be sold for an amount that is less than the amount of the highest bid only if the Committee prepares a written statement, available for public inspection, explaining the reasons for accepting a bid that is less than the highest bid.
(3) At the Committee’s first attempt to sell the property through the above stated bidding process, every bid less than the appraised value shall be rejected.
(e) Subsequent attempts to sell property. 

(1) After the initial advertising for the sale of property, the Committee may sell property for any amount after first causing a notice to be published in the Forest Republican for one (1) week, in accordance with Ch. 985 of the Wisconsin Statutes, with the following information:

i. A description of the land to be sold, together with the appraised value, which shall be deemed as the starting bid. The Committee may, at their discretion, include in the starting bid all appraisal and advertising costs, and full amount of any delinquent taxes, assessments, special charges and penalties due.   
ii. A statement similar to such as is stated under this section, 1(b), except that bids less than the starting bid may be considered. 
b. Property may be sold for an amount that is less than the property’s appraised value only if the Committee has reviewed and approved such a sale. 

Section IV.
Exceptions. The terms of this Ordinance shall not apply to the exchange of property under Wis. Stats. 59.69(8), to withdrawal and sale of county forest lands, nor to the sale or exchange of lands to or between municipalities or to the State of Wisconsin.

Section IV.
Severability. If any section, clause provision or portion of this Ordinance is judged unconstitutional or invalid by the County of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Ordinance shall not be forfeited.

Section V.
Publication. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption. 
Motion by Shaffer, seconded by Albrecht to approve the ordinance as presented.  All present voting AYE (18); absent Berg & Dehart (2). Motion carried.  Ordinance adopted as read.
