Chairman Millan presented a Resolution to the Erhard Huettl Sr. family from the Wisconsin Associated County Extension Committees, Inc. for his support and dedication to the work of UW-Extension in Forest County, WACEC North Central Region, and the State of Wisconsin.

Jim Schuessler and John Schnorr presented the power point presentation that was given in Madison in September highlighting Forest County for the location for a MRA park. The economic impact that it would have on Forest County and the State of Wisconsin as a whole is overwhelming.  The studies have projected revenues as $1,400,000 in Wisconsin tax revenue, $28,000,000 in annual economic impact, $300,000 in Forest County tax revenue and 340 jobs to the area.  The organization will be meeting in Madison to work on funding for the project. 

Sheriff John Dennee gave a presentation on security in the courthouse.  He gave all members a report from the United States Marshals Service when they toured the courthouse in 2011.  John also toured Langlade, Lincoln and Oneida county courthouses to see how they handle security.  There are several no cost or low cost steps we could take to work on security in the courthouse.  John would like to continue to work with the security committee and Public Property to work on the issues we have.
