NOVEMBER 12, 2013
CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on November 12, 2013, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Millan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Lisa Kalata, read the agenda.

PERSONAL APPEARANCES

Chairman Millan introduced Lee Rymer Oconto County Chairman.  Lee worked with Erhard from many years and had always had a good relationship with Forest County.  Oconto County continues to use Forest County jail to house inmates and Chairman Rymer thanked the supervisors for the service and working with Oconto County. Chairman Millan asked the Erhard Huettl, Sr. family to come forward to present a plaque that will be hung in the County Board room.  The plaque read: Special recognition to Erhard Huettl, Sr for loyal and dedicated service, Forest County Board of Supervisors 1968- 2013, County Board Chair 1975- 2012.  Mary Huettl accepted the plaque on behalf of the family and hung it on the wall in the County Board Room. 
PUBLIC HEARING


Motion by Connors, seconded by Lukas to open the public hearing for the 2014 budget.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Dehart & Landru (2).  Motion carried.
Chairman Millan asked the clerk to summarize the budget.  The clerk explained the budget by each fund. Chairman Millan explained the $46,000 that was in the budget for the off road vehicle park and then moved to the contingency fund; should be moved back to a line item. The amount is needed for the second phase of the off road vehicle park project for professional services.  The $46,000 would be a grant match if the grant application was accepted from WEDC’s Community Development Investment program.  There were several questions on the park and the responsibilities to the County.  Steve Nelson from the UW Extension office explained that the funding would come back to the County and would run through the appropriate protocol the County uses for any other expenditures.  Millan also explained that a committee would be formed for this project made up of three County Board Supervisors and two individuals from the public.

APPOINTMENTS OR ELECTIONS


Forest County Highway Commissioner-The Highway Commissioner was elected on November 15, 2011, which would mean by statute he would need to be re-elected to serve a two-year term. The clerk read a letter from John Rogers informing the County Board that he would be seeking another two-year term for the County Highway Commissioner commencing on the first Monday in January, 2014.

Chairman Millan called for any other nominations three (3) times with no response.  Motion by Stormer, seconded by Berg to close nominations and cast a unanimous vote for John Rogers as Forest County Highway Commissioner.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Dehart & Landru (2).  Motion carried.

Commission on Aging- Accept the recommendation of Chairman Millan to appoint Richard Ackley Jr to committee.  Motion by Lukas, seconded by Stamper to approve the appointment as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Dehart & Landru (2).  Motion carried.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS supports the application for a grant through the Wisconsin Economic Development Corporation’s Community Development Investment grant program for the second phase of planning for a proposed Motorized Recreational Area (MRA); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, copies of this Resolution be presented to President Barack Obama, Secretary of the Department of Labor, Wisconsin Federal Representative, Senator Tammy Baldwin and Senator Ronald Johnson, Congressman Sean Duffy, Congressman Reid Ribble, Representative Dan Benishek, Governor Scott Walker, Wisconsin State Senator Tom Tiffany, Wisconsin Assemblymen Ron Swearingen and Jeffrey Mursau, all towns in Forest County, Forest County Potawatomi Community, Sokaogon Chippewa Community and City of Crandon.

Resolution 29-2013- Presented by Sheriff & Justice Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS in session this 12th day of November, that an application be made to the State of Wisconsin for aid as provided for in Wis. Stats. 20.455(kt), (ku) and (kw) and law enforcement duties of the Sheriff arising by reason of federal legislation transferring jurisdiction over Indian criminal matters to the State of Wisconsin.  Said expenses are anticipated to be incurred as a result of providing law enforcement and protection to the two (2) federally recognized Indian Reservations located within the corporate boundaries of Forest County, Wisconsin.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the application be for the year beginning January 1, 2014 through and including December 31, 2014, and that the agreements of the Sheriff and Forest County be incorporated herein by reference as if fully set forth herein.
Motion by Shaffer, seconded by Matuszewski to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Dehart & Landru (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

      Resolution 30-2013- Presented by Commission on Aging Committee 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the Forest County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the County Board Chairman and County Clerk to execute a contract with the Greater Wisconsin Agency for Aging Resources for funds allocated for the Forest County Office on Aging under the 2014 Budget for Older Citizens.

Resolution 31-2013- Presented by Commission on Aging Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors in session this 12th day of November 2013, that the Coordinator for the Office On Aging, namely Gayle Webster, is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and submit to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, an application for assistance to provide transportation services to the elderly and handicapped during 2014, all pursuant to Sec. 85.21 of Wisconsin Statutes and further, in conformation with the rules and regulations promulgated by the Department of Transportation.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Forest County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes the obligation of county funds in the amount not to exceed 20% of that amount allocated to the county by the grant referred to above, in order to provide the required local matching funds.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that the County Board Chairman and the County Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute a State Aid Contract with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, all pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes Sec. 85.21 in order to accomplish the foregoing.
