APPROVE MINUTES FROM THE NOVEMBER 5, 2013, MEETING

Motion by Lukas to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2013, meeting, seconded by Collins.   All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
CLOSED SESSION

Motion by Collins to adjourn into closed session pursuant to section 19.85(1)(c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any certain public employee over which the County Board has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility; and 19.85(1)(g) conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved. This closed session relates to the health insurance contributions for certain employees, seconded by Lukas.  Roll Call Vote: Collins, AYE, Dailey, AYE, Lukas, AYE, Shaffer AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Lukas to change the Sheriff, Chief Deputy and Jail Administrator health insurance contributions from 7.5% to 12.6% effective 1/1/2014 to be consistent with all  non-union employees, seconded by Collins.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
DISCUSS FLEX TIME POLICY FOR CHIEF DEPUTY, JAIL ADMINISTRATOR AND HIGHWAY PATROL SUPERINTENDENT
John Dennee and John Rogers were both present to discuss the flex time issue within their departments.  They would like to leave the policy as is because it has been working in the departments. The committee would like John Dennee and John Rogers to work with Dan Borowski from Phillips Borowski, S.C. to work out the language for the flex time policy and bring back to the committee for approval.


APPROVE SUPPLEMENTAL WAGE ITEMS
Motion by Lukas to pay the highway boot allowance not to exceed $200 annually & tool allowance not the exceed $225 annual on a voucher system, and keep call time at 2 hours per day at straight time for any holiday and weekends, seconded by Collins.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Collins to pay on call pay for the social services department for hourly employees only at a rate of $10/Daily Monday-Friday and $20/Daily Saturday, Sunday and Holidays in 2014, seconded by Dailey.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Lukas to pay Jail uniform allowance not to exceed $500 annually and cleaning allowance not to exceed $150 annually on a voucher system to be administered by the Sheriff, education pay of $15 monthly for 15 credits, $25.00 monthly for 30 credits, $35 monthly for 45 credits and $50 monthly for 60 credits, night shift of .25/hour and call/court pay of two hour minimum at over time rate or all hours worked, whichever is greater, seconded by Collins.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Lukas to pay Bonus pay in 2014 at a rate of $300 full time employee, $200 regular part time employee, $100 part time employee, $50 LTE or seasonal employees that are not covered by a collective bargaining agreement or elected officials, seconded by Dailey.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
CLOSED SESSION
Motion by Lukas to adjourn into closed session pursuant to Wis. Stat. §§ 19.82(1) and 19.85(1)(e) to collectively bargain with the Forest County Deputy Sheriff’s Association, otherwise caucus and/or discuss collective bargaining strategy, seconded by Dailey. Roll Call Vote: Collins, AYE, Dailey, AYE, Lukas, AYE, Shaffer AYE.  Motion carried.
