Al Murray was present to discuss Northeast Wisconsin Forest Improvement collaborative (N.E.W.).  The collaborative mission is to develop and promote solutions that balance local community needs with ecological principles and resource management on the eastern portion of the Chequamegon-Nicolet National Forest.


Dave Ziolkowski was present to discuss the Federal Sustainable Forest Committee.  The FSFC mission is to promote the active sustainable management of federal forest lands through timber harvesting to improve forest health, protect neighboring forest lands, and promote economic development through multiple uses to sustain local economies, industry, citizens, government agencies and school districts. The committee continues to work with the DNR, Forest Service, Counties and other agencies.  The committee meets monthly and invites anyone that has an interest in Federal Sustainable Forest issues to attend.


Todd Propson-President of Forest County Emergency Services Association and Tim Magnin-Oconto County Emergency Director were present to discuss the benefits of Mutual Aid Box Alarm System (MABAS).  MABAS is a mutual aid agreement that works throughout the State of Wisconsin. There is no cost to the County to participate in MABAS.  Most townships within the County have already passed the resolutions to participate in MABAS. This will benefit each emergency agency within the County.

ORDINANCE


  Ordinance 01-2014- Presented by Sheriff & Justice Committee
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that above proposed Ordinance shall be created as stated above:

Section I.   Synthetic Cannabinoid Prohibited.
  (a) Possession, use and sale are illegal. It shall be illegal for any person 

to use, possess, purchase, attempt to purchase, sell, publically display for sale or attempt to sell, give or barter any one or more of the following chemicals whether under the common street or trade names "Spice", "K2", "Genie", 'Yucatan Fire", "fake" or “new” marijuana, or by any other name, label or descriptions:
(1) (6aR,10aR)-9-(hydroxymethyl)-6,6dimethyl-3-(2methyloctan-2-yl)-6a,7,10,10a-tetrahydrobenzo[c]chromen-1-o1 some trade or other names: HU-210.
(2) 1-Pentyl-3-(1-naphthoyl) indole-some trade or other names: JWH-018\spice.
(3) 1 -Butyl-3-(1 naphthoyl) indole-some trade or other names: JWH-073.
(4) 1-(3{trifluoromethylphenyl}) piperazine-some trade or other names: TFMPP.
(5) Any substance which is a cannabinoid receptor agonist (CRA). "Cannabinoid receptor agonist" means a substance that has an affinity for and stimulates physiological activity in a cannabinoid receptor within the human brain.
(6)
Or any chemically manufactured drugs.

(b) Medical or dental use allowed. Acts otherwise prohibited under subsection (a) shall not be unlawful if done by or under the direction or prescription of a licensed physician, dentist, or other medical health professional authorized to direct or prescribe such acts, provided that such use is permitted under state and federal laws.
   (c) Penalties. Any person violating this ordinance shall be subject to the      

   following forfeitures:
   (1)
    Possession/use. A forfeiture of $1,000.00 (one thousand dollars) to $2,000.00 (two thousand dollars), exclusive of costs.

(2)
Sale.  A forfeiture of $4,000.00 (four thousand dollars) to
$5,000.00 (five thousand dollars), exclusive of costs.

Section II.   This Ordinance shall supersede all previous ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith shall remain in full force and effect.

Section III.   This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication as provided by law.
