DISCUSS RETIREMENTS IN COURTHOUSE, SOCIAL SERVICES AND HIGHWAY
The committee was given a list of the upcoming retirements and the current status of getting the positions filled.  The CVSO job posting will be in this week’s Forest Republican and Pioneer Express and is posted on the County website.  The LCC committee will be having a meeting to discuss the position and funding for the position.  Social Services is in the process of looking at new software to help with the workload and will then decide on how to fill the positions.  The highway department has 2 to 3 possible retirements and will be posting to fill one position in the next couple of weeks.
DISCUSS POSSIBLE SHARED CVSO WITH ONEIDA COUNTY
Chairman Millan informed the committee that he has spoken with Oneida County on the possibility of sharing a CVSO until the position is filled.  Also the clerk has spoken with Florence County to see if their current CVSO would be interested in helping until the position is filled as well.  Florence will be getting back to the clerk later this week to see if this will work out for each County.

Chairman Millan informed the committee that Mike Albrecht, Paul Millan and Jim Schuessler met with Dick Steffes in Madison and WORVPI has a contract with Dick Steffes to look at land and engineering firms for the proposed off road vehicle park.  The County does not have a contract with Dick Steffes nor has the County paid any payments to Dick Steffes

Chairman Millan had a letter from WORVPI regarding the RTP (Recreational Trails Program) grant funding and the desire to get the trail from the City of Crandon to the Brush Run grounds completed.  Bill Chaney indicated that Dave Ziolkowski has been working on this project and will continue to write for the grant.  Motion by Lukas to put the letter on file, seconded by Dailey.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Chairman Millan discussed the proceedings from the January 25, 2014 WORVPI workshop that was open to the public.  NOHVCC (National off-highway vehicle conservation council) gave a presentation on what an ORV park is and isn’t. There is still a lot of concerns within the public as to how this proposed ORV Park is going to be funded and what the County involvement will be with the park.  There was also a public hearing in Laona on February 8, 2014.
There being no further business, motion by LeMaster to adjourn, seconded by Albrecht.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
