FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS PROCEEDINGS

APRIL 15, 2014
CALL TO ORDER
The organizational meeting of the Forest County Board of Supervisors was held on April 15, 2014, in the County Board Room at the Courthouse in Crandon, Wisconsin.  Chairman Millan called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was given by all present.  The Clerk, Lisa Kalata, read the agenda.

CERTIFICATION OF ELECTION


The Clerk certified that the supervisors, elected on April 1, 2014, are entitled to become members of the Forest County Board of Supervisors and read each District Supervisor by name.  The clerk notified those in attendance that the Certificates are on file in the County Clerk’s Office for a term of two (2) years commencing on the third Tuesday of April 2014, until the third Tuesday of April 2016.

ROLL CALL

Paul J. Payant, Corporation Counsel, Administered the Oath of Office to the members present.  Let the record show, the oath has been accepted by all supervisors present and they are hereby verified to hold office.

INTORDUCTION OF NEW MEMBERS


Chairman Millan congratulated the new County Board members and asked them to introduce themselves.  The following new board members introduced themselves: Judy Savard, Larry Sommer, David Campbell, Bill Connors, Jr. & Melinda Otto

APPROVAL OF AGENDA


Motion by Chaney, seconded by Connors to approve the agenda as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent, Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.  Agenda approved as presented.

APPROVE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 18, 2014 MEETING


Motion by Dailey, seconded by Stamper to approve the February 18, 2014 minutes as presented.  All present voting AYE, (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).   Motion carried.  
COMMUNICATIONS ON FILE WITH BOARD


A letter from the WCA-County Mutual was given to the board members in their packets.   Another letter was read by the Clerk from Fletcher & Sippel regarding the abandonment of approximately 6.4 miles of railroad line in Forest County.  Motion by Lukas, seconded by Albrecht to put the communications on file with the County Clerk.  All present voting AYE, (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.

APPOINTMENTS OR ELECTIONS


Chairman Millan turned the meeting over to 1st Vice Chair Lukas to conduct the voting for County Board Chair position.


CHAIRMAN


The Clerk read a letter of application from Paul I. Millan, District #4 Supervisor. Chairman Lukas called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Berg, seconded by Dailey that nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Paul I. Millan.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.

1ST VICE CHAIRMAN


The Clerk read a letter of application from Terry Lukas, District #9 Supervisor.  Chairman Millan called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Dailey, seconded by Berg that nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Terry Lukas.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.


2nd VICE CHAIRMAN


Albrecht nominated Dailey as 2nd Vice-Chair.  Chairman Millan called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Berg, seconded by Shaffer that nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Bucky Dailey.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.


HIGHWAY COMMITTEE


The Clerk read letters of application from Terry Lukas, Don LeMaster and Bill Connors.  Chairman Millan called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  Motion by Dehart, seconded by Collins to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for Lukas, LeMaster and Connors.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.


EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE


The Clerk read letters of applications from Albrecht, Collins and LeMaster.  Chairman Millan called three (3) times for any other nominations.  None were given.  The discussion was then given on if the rules should be suspended for signed ballots.  There was a roll call vote and there were 11 AYES, 8 NO and 2 absent, the rule remains as written that ballots will be signed.  Chairman Millan asked the members to vote for two (2) of the three (3) nominees by signed ballot and informed the members that the two (2) members with the most votes would be elected to serve on that committee.  Tellers, Shaffer, Cleereman and Berg collected the ballots.  Collins received 13 votes, LeMaster received 11 votes and Albrecht received 11 votes.  Collins is elected to the committee and another vote was taken for the last position.  Tellers, Shaffer, Cleereman and Berg collected the ballots.  LeMaster received 10 votes and Albrecht received 9 votes.  LeMaster is elected to the committee.


COUNTY VETERAN SERVICE OFFICER


On April 10, 2014, the Personnel, Veterans Service Committee and Veteran Service Commission interviewed six (6) candidates for the position of County Veteran Service Officer.  The Personnel and Veterans Committees picked three (3) candidates from the interview process to bring before the County Board for their vote.  The three (3) candidates were Richard Wolf, David Ramsey and Robert Koplien.  Richard Wolf declined the opportunity to speak to the County Board prior to the meeting.  David Ramsey and Robert Koplien both spoke to the County Board before the vote was taken.  Tellers, Shaffer, Cleereman and Berg collected the ballots.  Ramsey received 7 votes and Robert Koplien received 12 votes.  The County Board congratulated Robert Koplien on becoming the County Veterans Service Officer.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is directed to forward this signed MOA to the Department of Natural Resources; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  that the Forest County Board of Supervisors grants the authority to sign amendments to this MOA to the County Board Chair, Forestry and Recreation Committee Chair and County Forest Administrator; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Forest County recognizes and acknowledges that if financial assistance is made available by the Department of Natural Resources, and the County accepts the financial assistance, the County will comply with state rules for the program and meet the financial obligations under the grant; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the County Board will be notified if grant funding becomes available and then will consider authorization for the acquisition.
Motion by LeMaster, seconded by Cleereman to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.


Resolution 14-2014 – Presented by Forestry & Recreation Committee 

RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Forest County, Wisconsin, That

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY

BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to utilize County Forest Project Loan funding from the Department of Natural Resources to purchase the Roder Block of forestland within Forest County for the purpose of adding to the Forest County Forest.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to apply for and utilize Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant funding, if available, to reimburse Forest County up to 50% of the cost of acquiring the Roder Block of forestland; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee and the Forest County Forest Administrator is hereby authorized to sign and complete any and all loans, grants and documents to complete the land acquisition and enrollment of the land into the County Forest Program pursuant to section 28.11(4) Wis. Stats.

Motion by Landru, seconded by Chaney to approve the resolution as presented.  All present voting AYE (19); absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion carried.  Resolution adopted as read.

Resolution 15-2014- Presented by Forestry & Recreation Committee 

RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Forest County, Wisconsin, That

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to utilize County Forest Project Loan funding from the Department of Natural Resources to purchase the BCPL Block of forestland within Forest County for the purpose of adding to the Forest County Forest.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee is hereby authorized to apply for and utilize Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Grant funding, if available, to reimburse Forest County up to 50% of the cost of acquiring the BCPL Block of forestland; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forestry and Recreation Committee and the Forest County Forest Administrator is hereby authorized to sign and complete any and all loans, grants and documents to complete the land acquisition and enrollment of the land into the County Forest Program pursuant to Section 28.11(4) Wis. Stats.

Motion by Berg, seconded by Connors to table the resolution until the next County Board Meeting. Voting AYE (11), Voting NO (8) absent Gifford & Stormer (2).  Motion to table the resolution carried.
