Motion by Nora Matuszewski seconded by Mary Jane Schultz to approve the minutes of the April 9, 2013, meeting.  All present voting AYE.  Motion carried.

CONDUCT CANVASS OF THE APRIL 1, 2014 SPRING ELECTION

Alvin-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 25. Page number of last voter on Poll Book incorrect, changed in red from page 25 to page 3.  Date and Seal# not recorded on machine Tally Sheet.
Argonne-Ward 1– Total number of voters 4.   Inspectors Statement was filled out incorrectly, all wards were totaled on one Inspector Statement instead of individually by ward.  There were 2 people who voted in ward 1 that should have voted in ward 2, causing there to be 2 more votes than voters.
Argonne-Ward 2- Total number of voters 107. The recorded votes are only 104, there were 3 voters that voted in wrong wards, 2 voters voted in Ward 1 and 1 voter voted in Ward 3.
Argonne-Ward 3- Total number of voters 14.  1 voter voted in Ward 3 that should have voted in Ward 2, causing 1 more vote than voters.

Armstrong Creek-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 86.

Blackwell-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 24.  

Caswell-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 34.  Results tape for machine has no voters, no seal# on it and no totals for any of the candidates.  The Inspector Statement stated that they had a problem with the machine, it still had the pre-lat tape in, Command Central was called and the workers were walked through the issue and it was corrected.  An election worker from Caswell came in to the Board of Canvass and opened the bag to retrieve the correct results tape.  The results tape was retrieved and everything was correct.
Crandon-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 111.  Total voters called in on election night was 108, but upon review of the poll book there were actually 111. Changed in red on poll book and tally sheets.  Only 1 inspector statement for all 3 wards. Only 1 absentee and rejected ballot envelope filled out for all 3 wards.  Voters from all 3 wards were numbered together in the poll books instead of numbering each ward separately. 
Town of Crandon-Ward 2- Total number of voters 33.

Town of Crandon- Ward 3- Total number of voters 15.  Total number of voters called in on election night was 13.  Election workers forgot 2 voters on the supplemental poll list.  All corrected in red.

Freedom-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 185.
Freedom reported one (1) outstanding absentee ballot on Election night.  Received statement from the Municipal Board of Canvass that one (1) outstanding absentee ballot was received by the deadline of 4p.m., on Friday April 4, 2014:  Total voters 184 changed to 185, corrected in red, resulting change in count:  Leon Stenz 139 votes to 140 votes.  William Connors 105 votes to 106 votes.
Hiles-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 120.  The Poll Book and Inspector Statement had 119 which was corrected in Red. This was caused by two voters receiving the same number in the poll book, it was noted on the incident report, just not changed on the Poll Book and Inspector Statement.
Hiles reported two (2) outstanding absentee ballots on election night.  Received statement from the Municipal Board of Canvass the two (2) outstanding absentee ballots were not received by the deadline of 4p.m., on Friday, April 4, 2014
Laona-Ward 1- Total number of voters 153. 

2 voters from Ward 3 voted in Ward 1 causing the count to be incorrect for the total number of voters.  155 voters actually voted in Ward 1.
Laona-Ward 2 - Total number of voters 101.

Laona reported two (2) outstanding absentee ballots on election night. Received statement from the Municipal Board of Canvass the two (2) outstanding absentee ballots were not received by the deadline of 4p.m., on Friday, April 4, 2014. 

Laona-Ward 3- Total number of voters 116.

114 actual voters, 2 voters voted in Ward 1. Election night 41 votes were called in for Robert Kennedy, actual votes were 31.  

Lincoln-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 199. 
Nothing on Inspectors Statement was filled out pertaining to votes cast, last voter on Poll list, memory device seals, tamper evident seals, voting unit number.  Only used 1 Inspector Statement for all 3 Wards.
Lincoln reported four (4) outstanding absentee ballots on election night.  Received statement from the Municipal Board of Canvass that the four (4) outstanding absentee ballots were not received by the deadline of 4p.m., on Friday, April 4, 2014.

Lincoln-Ward 2- Total number of voters 15.

Lincoln-Ward 3- Total number of voters 104.

Nashville-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 125.

Nashville reported one (1) outstanding ballot on election night.  Received statement from the Municipal Board of Canvass the one (1) outstanding absentee ballot was received by the deadline of 4p.m., on Friday, April 4, 2014. Total voters 124 changed to 125, corrected in red, resulting in change in count: Robert Kennedy 67 votes to 68 votes.  Dave Campbell 112 votes to 113 votes.

Nashville-Ward 2 – Total number of voters 110.  
Nashville-Ward 3 – Total number of voters 73

Voter#34 has no signature.   

Popple River-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 15

Ross-Ward 1 – Total number of voters 24.
Ross used the Pre-lat tape on the machine instead of using the Official results tape.  The voting equipment chain of custody information was not filled out.
Wabeno-Wards 1 – Total number of voters 113.
Inspector Statement combined for all Wards, not separate for each individual ward. Votes for Cheri Collins on Election totaled 157 votes, but there were only 113 total voters in the Ward.  The Clerk from Wabeno came in and opened up the ballot bag and recounted paper ballots.  The Change in election results for Cheri Collins was 33 paper votes and 54 machine votes for a total vote count of 87.  Corrected results in red.
City of Crandon-Wards 1 – Total number of voters 110.  Total ballots cast not filled out on Inspectors Statement.

Election night reported Three (3) outstanding absentee ballots.  Received Municipal Board of Canvass statement that three (3) outstanding ballots were not received by the deadline of 4:00p.m.on Friday, April 4, 2014: No change in election results.

City of Crandon-Ward 2- Total number of voters 119.

City of Crandon-Ward 3- Total number of voters 122.

City of Crandon-Ward 4- Total number of voters 155.

Election night reported one (1) outstanding absentee ballots.  Received Municipal Board of Canvass statement that one (1) outstanding absentee ballot was not received by the deadline of 4:00p.m. on Friday, April 4, 2014: No change in Election results.
