Meeting Minutes
Forest County Board of Adjustment

Monday, June 2nd, 2014

1. The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 9:15 a.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse on Monday,  June 2nd, 2014.
2. The roll was called and members present included Ron Tschohl, John Aschenbrenner, and Harry Thurin.  Applicant Doug Hayes, ZA Pam LaBine and LCC TechnicianBill Lester were also present.

3. Motion by John Aschenbrenner to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved. 

4. Motion by Harry Thurin at accept as notification the amended notice sent to all landowners within 300 feet of the applicant, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved. 

5. The Chairman placed no limits on any speaker.

6. Motion by harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved. 
7. The ZA read the application.

8. Members referred to the staff on the site inspection.

9. The applicant made his statement. Mr. Hayes said that when he built the highway was much further from his home and when they sited the highway he asked that they move it further but they told him they wouldn’t and he would just have to apply for a variance for any work he need to do.  There is no decent place to add to the garage except where he has proposed.

10. Staff reported that there is no wetland under the proposed building footprint as evidenced by ant hills between the footprint and the road.  Otherwise further out there is wetland.  The road is higher than the building site and it is very well wooded between the footprint and the road.

11. ZA said she had two calls approving of the application.

12. Members of the board said there was no ex-parte communications.

13. There were no statements from any witnesses.

14.  No response from staff was needed.
15. Harry Thurin asked Mr. Hayes if there was any other place to place the garage.  Mr. Hayes said his power was there.

16. Motion by John Aschenbrenner to close the public hearing, second by harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
17. There is no closed session necessary.
18. Motion by John Aschenbrenner to approve the setback to the center line of State Highway 55 of 78 feet, as requested, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.  The only conditions are that the trees remain as a buffer. 

19. Discussion was held on BOA procedures.  It was suggested that the board convene the meeting before leaving the courthouse so that environmental issues could be discussed on the property and reported later in the meeting.  ZA read the rules for closed session and it was agreed upon that 19.85(1)(a) would cover this issue.  It was noted that the BOA rules say the Board must not discuss the application.  However discussing environmental situations are not something covered in the application.  The board said they would just report their findings as any other committee coming out of closed session.  All agreed.

20. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the meeting, second by John Aschenbrenner, all in favor, motion approved.
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
