ORDINANCE


Ordinance No. 03-2014-Presented by the Highway Committee

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE FOREST COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS as follows: 

SECTION I.  AUTHORITY GRANTED   That the authority for adopting this Ordinance is more fully contained in Wis. Stats. 349.11 (1) and (3).

SECTION II.  SPEED LIMIT ESTABLISHED   The speed limit for that portion of County Highway “Q” be and the same is hereby established at 45 miles per hour on that portion of County Highway “Q” described as follows, to-wit:

A.
Commencing at the intersection of County Highway “Q” and County Highway 

“W” and proceeding in a southwesterly fashion to the Forest County Highway “Q”  and County Highway “DD” intersection. 

SECTION III.  SIGNS REQUIRED   That the Forest County Highway Department is hereby authorized and directed to erect appropriate signs in conformance with regulations for the location of said signs, which regulations are prescribed by the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation, and which shall provide notice to travelers upon that portion of County Highway “Q” to which this Ordinance applies.

SECTION IV.  EFFECTIVE DATE   This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and publication as required by law, and shall only be effective after the appropriate signs giving notice of such modified speed limits have been erected and are in place.

SECTION IV.  CONFLICTS   Any Ordinance previously adopted by the Forest County Board of Supervisors that is in conflict with the terms of this Ordinance are hereby repealed insofar as any conflict exists.
