1.  The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 5:15 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2.  The roll was called, members present were:  Jim Stormer,  Karl Tauer,  Cheri Collins, Larry Berg, Larry Sommer, Paul Millan and  Mike Albrecht appeared by telephone.  Members of the audience included Del Baumgartner,  Carol O’Keefe, Carol Tomasi,  Lynne Black and Mike Conley.   Zoning Administrator Pam LaBine and Deputy Zoning Administrator Jeannie Fannin were also present.  

3. Motion by Larry Sommer to approve the agenda, second by Cheri  Collins.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Motion by Cheri Collins to approve the minutes of the last meeting, second by Larry Sommer.   All in favor, motion approved.  
5. Map of Paul Gagnon- Town of Hiles,  map already has preliminary approval, no changes.  Motion by Larry Berg to approve the map as presented, second by Larry Sommer.  All in favor, motion approve.  Map of Mike Ingram—Town of Alvin  No concerns.  Motion by Cheri Collins to approve the map as presented, second by Larry Berg.  All in favor, Motion approved.  Map of Christopher Volk, --Town of Freedom,  This is a preliminary map.  Motion by Cheri Collins to move ahead with map, Second by Larry Sommer.  All in favor, Motion approved.  Map of Humberg, Wade and Jerich—Town of Hiles,  ZA explained that the property owners were cleaning up lot lines and that this map was acting like an assessors plat but was not an assessor plat.   The property used to be 4 lots they have combined it into 3 lots in order to straighten  the lines out and put structures on the correct property owners property.   Motion by Larry Berg to approve the map as presented, Second by  Cheri  Collins.   All in Favor, Motion approved.    

6. A discussion on the results of the public hearing regarding changes to the nuisance ordinance was held.   Jim Stormer stated that in Item 1 of the changes we could add the wording “all land not covered by mitigation” to clarify mitigation orders with this ordinance.  As for the wording regarding erosion running into a lake, the paragraph already addressed this by using the word setbacks.    We will look into adding threatening the property of others to item 4 as represented at the public hearing.  Jim Stormer asked if the Towns would be inspecting properties when a complaint came in or for erosion in general.   ZA explained that the town would contact the county to inspect, she also explained that as a member of the LCC committee Jim could legally inspect the properties.  A discussion on if the complaint by the Town Board would have to wait for Land and Water Committee approval or if the office could move on it without approval ensued.   It was decided that the ZA could make a determination if the complaint was something that needed action immediately with just a notice to the committee chair or if the complaint could wait for a meeting of the full committee.     Motion to table the changes to the nuisance ordinance until they are submitted to Paul Payant Corp Council for opinion by Cheri Collins, Second by Larry Sommers. All in favor, motion approved.   

7. Personal appearance by Mike Conley.   Mr. Conley addressed the committee.  He had a complaint about a deck that was being built on a neighboring property.    

8. Jim Stormer would like to discuss Sunset Bay Resort Condominium issues at the next meeting.  .  
9. Motion to adjourn by Larry Berg,  Second by Cheri Collins. All in favor, Motion Approved.  Meeting was adjourned at 6:00p.m
