Forest County Land & Water Resources Committee
Monday, March 21, 2016

1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Pro Tem Paul Millan at 3:00 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called, members present were:  Lance Laabs, Larry Berg, Cheri Collins.  Larry Sommer appeared by phone, Mike Albrecht and Karl Tauer were absent.  Others present were Paul Millan, Pam LaBine, Jeannie Fannin, Bill Lester and Judy Savard.    
3. Approval of the Agenda:    Motion by Cheri Collins to approve the agenda, Second by Larry Berg.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Approval of Last Minutes:    Motion by Lance Laabs to approve the minutes of the last meeting, Second by Cheri Collins,   All in favor, motion approved.  
5. Setbacks for Boathouses:   Motion by Lance Laabs to allow boathouses  up to the OHWM (ordinary high water mark), Second by Larry Sommer,    All in Favor, Motion approved.    

6. Commercial uses, Permitted and Conditional:      A discussion regarding what should be considered conditional and what should just be permitted.  An example would be a commercial district allowing a retail store as a permitted use but a conditional use might be a retail store that stores a good portion of their stock outside needing fences. The committee agreed there are certain commercial activities that need a conditional use. 

7. CSM Mapping, Sanitary and other possible fees:    Pam explained to the committee that due to the fact no one in the office or on the committee is a surveyor we may be missing some errors on the maps that we review.    Some surrounding counties have been using local surveyors to review maps before they come to the committee.   These surveyors will get some of the review fee that is charged.     She suggested raising the existing fee of $25.00 per lot to $75.00 per map, with $50.00 of that going to the surveyor.   Motion by Cheri Collins to raise the map fee to $75.00 and have a surveyor review the map for a $50.00 fee, Second by Larry Berg, all in favor, motion approved.   

Jeannie Fannin discussed other possible changes to the fee schedule.   It was noticed that a fee was needed for temporary structures.    A discussion was held regarding definition of temporary structures and what the time limit for placement should be.   Motion by Cheri Collins to set the  fee at $100.00 and the permit expires in 1 year, Second by Larry Berg, all in favor motion approved.     Pam LaBine stated that she would check with an assessor to get clarification on the definition of temporary structures.  
The second fee that needed to be added was modification of a sanitary system.   We have times where a system just needs absorption area added or just a filter box added and had no fee in the fee schedule.   Motion by Cheri Collins to add a fee of $175.00 for the modification of a system with the State getting $100.00 and the County getting $75.00, Second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, Motion approved.  

The last fee that needed to be changed was the revision and renewal or transfer fee.   If a system was revised from a conventional to a mound the difference in permit fees was $50.00.  Jeannie suggested we raise the fee from $25.00 to $50.00 to match the upgraded cost.    Motion by Lance Laabs to raise the Revision, Renewal or transfer fee to $50.00, Second by Larry Berg, all in favor, Motion approved.  
8. Discussion and possible action on RV Ordinance:    Pam Labine informed the committee that she had the ordinance looked at by Paul Payant and that there is really nothing to change.   Pam stated she would send a letter to all County Board members clarifying that any RV in storage is exempt.   Motion by Cheri Collins to table the RV Ordinance until the June County Board meeting and for Pam to write the letter to the members, Second by Larry Sommers, all in favor, Motion approved.  
9. Map Approval Town of Alvin, Gerald Gaspardo:    Motion to give pre approval upon presentation of a corrected map by Cheri Collins, Second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, Motion approved.  
10. Future business, any discussion allowed by law:  Pam discussed vehicle maintenance; the vehicle is starting to nickel and dime us.  The engine light is on again.   It was discussed to get a new gas cap and try this. 
11. Adjourn:    Motion to adjourn by Cheri Collins, Second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, Motion approved.   Meeting adjourned at 3:40pm       
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
