Tuesday, May 10th, 2016

1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 4:00 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called, members present were:  Lance Laabs, Cheri Collins. Steve Bunda, Ron Karl and County Board Chair Paul Millan. Lance Laabs was absent.  Others present were Pam LaBine, Jeannie Fannin, Delmar Baumgartner, and Jamie Anderson.    
3. Approval of the Agenda:    Motion by Cheri Collins to approve the agenda, Second by Ron Karl.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Approval of Last Minutes:    Motion by Cheri Collins to approve the minutes of the last meeting, Second by Paul Millan,   All in favor, motion approved.  
5. Map Approval, Russ Yeager:   Alley’s and property lines were discussed.   Motion to approve the map by Cheri Collins, Second by Steve Bunda,    All in Favor, Motion approved.    

6. Discussion and Possible Action on RV Ordinance:      Pam LaBine informed the committee that some of the wording regarding exemptions has been changed.   The last time this ordinance was at the County Board level it was tabled due to so many questions regarding storage and the exemptions.   Pam will write a letter to each County Board member explaining the exemptions.   Cheri Collins asked that pam also include in her letter the amount of estimated money this will generate and the reason for the fees.   Motion by Ron Karl to send on to public hearing, second by Cheri Collins, All in favor, Motion Approved.       

7. Other Ordinance Work and Possible Action to County Board.  
1. Chickens:  Pam handed the committee the new ordinance regarding chickens and ducks.  A short discussion was held on roosters.  Motion to send to public hearing by Cheri Collins, Second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, Motion Approved.  

2. Percentage of Impervious surface in General Rural Area and Others:  Pam LaBine informed the committee on the legislature stating that if you enforce impervious surface standards on property you have to give the property owner options for their water runoff.   We can just make a requirement that all water runoff has to be directed into the ground or to a rain garden.   If any water runoff travels off the property onto a neighboring property it can be handled by the Nuisance ordinance.   Motion by Cheri Collins to move on to public hearing, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, motion approved.    Cheri Collins and Paul Millan left the meeting at this point to attend a second meeting.  
3. CSM Mapping Review:  Pam informed the committee that the State will also review these maps for a fee of $100.00.  It will take 30 days for a review.    We have two (2) options regarding review of maps.   We can contract with a local surveyor to do a review for $50 or send to the State for review for $100.   The maps would still have to come to the committee for review of zoning laws and our own subdivision ordinance.   Motion by Steve Bunda to move this item on to public hearing, second by Ron Karl,   all in favor Motion Approved.
4. Fee Changes:   A discussion was held regarding the fees and it was explained to the committee members why we need some of the additional fees and changes. Motion by Karl Tauer to move forward to public hearing with temporary structure fees, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor motion approved.   Motion by Steve Bunda to forward alterations of sanitary system fees to public hearing, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.   Motion to forward map reviews to public hearing by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.  

5. Boathouses:  The new members of the committee were updated on the previous motions for size and setbacks for boathouses.   Steve Bunda explained the need for more of a setback on these structures.    The size allowed was also discussed.   Motion to forward to public hearing by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.  

6. Setbacks in GR and UVR districts:  A discussion was held on how the setback numbers in these districts are larger than shoreland setbacks and in some areas the setbacks actually take away reasonable use of the property.    Motion to move this discussion to public hearing by Ron Karl, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, motion approved.  

8. Other Issues to Set for Next Meeting:    We will be discussing nuisance complaints and ordinance and the difference in fees regarding after the fact fees and citation amounts.   
9. Adjourn:  Motion to adjourn the meeting by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, meeting adjourned at 5:00p.m.
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
