PUBLIC HEARING

1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 5:00 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called, members present were:  Lance Laabs, Cheri Collins. Steve Bunda, Ron Karl, Karl Tauer.    Others present were Pam LaBine, Jeannie Fannin, Cyndy Macauley, Ron Krueger, Winnie Krueger, and Perry Flannery.     
3. Approval of the Agenda:    Motion by Steve Bunda to approve the agenda, Second by Cheri Collins.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Motion to Open the Public Hearing on Domesticated Chickens and Ducks:   Pam LaBine showed proof of notification to towns (attached) and read the proposed ordinance.   Perry Flannery commented that he agrees with the wording in the ordinance.   He stated his main concern is the rooster.  No further public comment.  Motion by Cheri Collins to move this agenda item on to the next meeting, Second by Lance Laabs,   All in favor, motion approved.  
5. Motion to Open the Public Hearing on Temporary Structures:  Pam LaBine read the definition of temporary structure.  Chairman Tauer opened to public comment.  Ron Krueger asked if this is part of the zoning ordinance.  Karl Tauer explained the reasons category and definition was needed.   No further comments.   Motion by Steve Bunda to send this to the next meeting, Second by Cheri Collins, all in Favor, Motion approved.    

6. Motion to Open Public Hearing on Approval of Certified Survey Maps:     Pam Labine read the proposed wording regarding Certified Survey Mapping.   Karl Tauer explained that some of these maps get very complicated and we want to make sure we are administering the approvals of the maps correctly.   The question is to either send all maps to the state for review which would take 30 days or possible having independent review by a surveyor.  No comment from public.   Motion to move this onto the next meeting by Ron Karl, Second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, Motion Approved.        

7. Motion to Open Public Hearing on Adding a Category for Sanitary Modifications:     Pam Labine explained the new wording that is proposed to the sanitary ordinance.  Section 24.26.3.  System Modification.   This is a permit for any changes to an existing system, for example, additional square footage of an absorption area, or a larger or second tank.      The State will take its fee also from this permit.    Cheri Collins asked if this would cover a repair of a system.  Jeannie Fannin explained that this is not for system repairs.    No public comment.  Motion to move to next meeting by Cheri Collins, Second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, motion approved.  

8. Motion to Open the Master List of Fee Ordinance.  
A though C. Proposing a fee for temporary structures:   The motion from a previous meeting was to charge $100.00 for a temporary structure.   No public comment.   Motion to move onto next meeting by Steve Bunda, Second by Cheri Collins, all in favor, Motion Approved.  

D through F: Proposing a Fee for Certified Survey Maps:   State review of $100.00 and Committee review of $25.00 per lot or Independent Surveyor Review $50.00 and committee Review of $25.00 per lot.      No comments from the public.   Motion to move onto next meeting by Cheri Collins, Second by Ron Karl, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
G through I:  Proposing a Fee Increase for Revision, Renewal or Transfer of a Sanitary Permit:    Pam LaBine and Jeannie Fannin explained the difference in some permit fees and why the increase was needed.   No public comment.   Motion by Cheri Collins to move onto next meeting, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, Motion Approved.   
9. Motion to Open Public Hearing on Deleting the Maximum Lot coverages in Section 6.07 (General Rural District)  and 7.08 (Unincorporated Village Residential):   Pam LaBine explained what  would be removed from the existing ordinance.   She also explained that Forest County is the only County that has maximum lot coverages in districts other than shoreland districts.  

Public comment, Ron Krueger asked if this has been a headache for our office to administer.   He stated he didn’t see any sense in having it in these areas.   Steve Bunda stated that also in some of these townships there is curb and gutter to handle the water.    Motion by Steve Bunda to move onto next meeting, second by Cheri Collins, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
10. Motion to Open the Public Hearing on Section 6.06 General Rural Rear and Side Yard Setbacks:    The existing setbacks in this section are 20ft from the lot lines.   Pam LaBine explained that in the new ordinance this district will become mixed use.    This is on the Town’s land use maps.    The proposal is to change the setback to 15ft.   Ron Kruger asked what the minimum lot size was in this area.    A discussion ensued regarding how people like to build very close to the lot lines.   Jeannie Fannin mentioned that she didn’t feel that the general rural district should not be stricter than a lake lot area.   No further public comment.  Motion to move onto next meeting by Cheri Collins, Second by Steve Bunda, all in favor Motion Approved.  
11. Motion to Open the Public Hearing on Section 7.07 Side Yard Widths in the Unincorporated Village Residential District:     The existing setbacks in this section are 15ft from a lot line.   The proposal is to go to 10ft from the lot line.   This is a district that will be changing to mixed use.    Motion to move onto next meeting by Lance Laabs, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, Motion Approved.  

12. Motion to Open the Public Hearing on Reinserting Boathouses in the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance:   Pam LaBine said this will be Section 5.14 of the Shoreland Ordinance.    The size suggested was from a motion at a previous meeting.    Ron Krueger stated he felt it would be nice if we just left our ordinance the way it is and disregard this.    It was explained that boathouses are allowed by State Statute, as are allowing decks on top.   It was explained that the new boathouses have to be in the view corridor.    Ron Krueger stated he thinks the height restriction should be measured from the OHWM.   No further public comment.  Motion to move onto next meeting by Cheri Collins, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
13. Motion to Open the Public Hearing on Changes to the Proposed RV Ordinance:   Pam LaBine explained that there has been one more exemption added to the ordinance.   She read the section regarding all exemptions.   Cyndy Macauley questioned if this changed her situation.   She has 84 acres and 9 campers.   She has a motion from the Town to keep her RV’s on site.   Her property was an old campground.   She has enough land for the number of RV’s she has so there is no change for her.   No further comment.   Motion to move onto the next meeting by Cheri Collins, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
14. Adjourn:  Motion to adjourn the public hearing by Lance Laabs, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor Motion approved.   Meeting adjourned at 5:45p.m.
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
