1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 6:00 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called, members present were:  Lance Laabs, Cheri Collins. Steve Bunda, Ron Karl, and Karl Tauer.  Others present were Pam LaBine, Jeannie Fannin.    
3. Approval of Last Minutes:    Motion by Steve Bunda to approve the minutes of the last meeting, Second by Lance Laabs.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Approval of Last Agenda:    Motion by Ron Karl to approve the agenda, Second by Steve Bunda,   All in favor, motion approved.  
5. Discussion and Possible Action on Chicken and Duck Ordinance:   A discussion on chicken coop setbacks.  The setback is 50 ft. from any lot line.   Steve Bunda questioned the lot size of 3 acres of the ordinance.  He suggested changing it to 2 acres.   Motion to send the ordinance to Corp. Council and then on to full County Board, by Ron Karl, Second by Steve Bunda,    All in Favor, Motion approved.    

6. Discussion and Possible Action on Temporary Structures:      Pam LaBine asked if its ok for a temporary structure to exceed setbacks, the committee said it would be fine, if it’s truly a temporary structure it will eventually be moved.   

A. Discussion and possible action on fees:   Pam LaBine suggested a fee of $25 per month.  Cheri Collins stated she thought this would give the landowner incentive to move the temporary structure sooner.   Motion to approve $25.00 per month and a maximum time limit of one year for temporary structures be forwarded on to Corp Council and then to full County Board by Cheri Collins, second by Steve Bunda, All in favor, Motion Approved.       

7.  Discussion and Possible Action on Certified Survey Maps:    Pam explained the State review process and the process that would be involved if we contracted with a surveyor.   The State review would take 30 days.  The committee did not want a time frame of 30 days.  Motion to go out on bids with surveyors to review maps within a 10 day period by Ron Karl, Second by Steve Bunda, all in favor Motion approved.    
8. Discussion and Possible Action on Adding a Sanitary Category of Alteration:    The committee discussed the fee proposed for the modification of a system of $175.00.  Motion by Steve Bunda to add a category of system modification with a permit fee of $175.00 and send to Corp. Council and then on to full County Board, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
9. Discussion and Possible Action on increasing the fee for Revision, Renewal or Transfer of a Sanitary Permit:   Motion by Steve Bunda to increase the permit fee for a transfer, renewal or revision to $50.00 and forward to Corp. Council and then on to full County Board , second by Ron Karl,  all in favor Motion Approved.  
10. Discussion and Possible Action on Deleting the Maximum Lot Coverages in Sections 6.07 and 7.08:   Motion to remove all the requirements for maximum lot coverage out of all sections of the zoning ordinance except for shoreland and forward to Corp. Council and then to full County Board by Lance Laabs, second by Cheri Collins, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
11. Discussion and Possible Action on Setback Requirements in Section 6.06 of the General Rural District:  Motion by Lance Laabs, to change the setback in section 6.06 of the General Rural District to 15ft from the lot lines and forward to Corp. Council and then to full County Board, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
12. Discussion and Possible Action on Setback Requirements in Section 7.07 of the Unincorporated Village Residential District.       Motion by Steve Bunda to change the setback in Section 7.07 to 10 ft. from the lot line and forward to Corp. Council then to full County Board, second by Lance Laabs,  all in favor,  Motion Approved.  
13. Discussion and Possible Action on Proposed Changes to the RV Ordinance:     Pam LaBine brought up a situation where a landowner might have more than 1 RV.    The committee discussed allowing landowners to store more than 1 RV on their property if they own all of them.    Motion by Cheri Collins to say that personally owned RV’s are exempt, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor Motion Approved.    Motion by Cheri Collins to add “the unit is stored in an enclosed structure” to the exemptions section of the ordinance, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor Motion Approved.   Motion to send to Corp. Council then onto full County Board by Cheri Collins, second by Ron Karl, all in favor Motion Approved.   Cheri Collins asked the Committee to advise Pam in writing the letter to the rest of the board members regarding the ordinance.   There were many suggestions for the letter.   Some of the issues to be addressed were sanitary, purpose, and fire number, and garbage and the cost of these services.  
14. Discussion and Possible Action on Reinserting Boathouses in the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance:     Steve Bunda stated that he thought it would be a better idea to have the setback from the OHWM be 15ft.   A height restriction of 12ft from the lowest exposed point to the peak of the structure.  The size of the building is not to exceed 12 x 30.   Any existing boathouse can be rebuilt in the same footprint.  No expansion.   Once it is moved at all or expanded it will be required to fall under the new rules.  It would have to be in the viewing corridor.   Motion by Steve Bunda to go to Corp. Council and then on to full County Board with Section 5.14 Boathouses, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, Motion Approved.  
15. Map Approval Town of Laona, Dick Krawze:   Motion to approve the map for Dick Krawze by Lance Laabs, second by Cheri Collins, all in favor.   Motion Approved.  
16. Adjourn:   Motion to adjourn by Cheri Collins, second by Karl Tauer, all in favor, Motion Approved.    Meeting adjourned at 6:45p.m.
