1. Roll Call:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 5:25p.m.  The roll was called, members present were:  Karl Tauer, Ron Karl, and Steve Bunda, Lance Laabs and Al Marvin... Others present were Jeannie Fannin, Al Murray and Tim Shimek.  
2. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda by Al Marvin, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, motion approved.  

3. Confirm Compliance with Open Meeting Requirements:    Jeannie showed the board the affidavit of mailing.  She also stated the notice was published in the paper of record and posted on the two doors at the courthouse.    

4. Inform the Public of Hearing Procedures (time for each speaker):  Karl Tauer informed the public that they would be given 5 minutes each to speak.  
5.   Open the Public Hearing:      No action needed as the meeting was open  
6. Reading of the Application:      The application and notice were read at this time.              
7. Applicants Presentation:      Mr. Shimek had sent a letter (attached) with his application.  He read that letter to the committee.   The committee had a few questions regarding lighting and hours of operation.  They also wanted to make sure people with trailers would have enough room to back into units without driving onto neighboring property.  
8. County’s Presentation:     Jeannie Fannin explained the permit process to the committee and showed the committee the Land Use Map for the Town of Nashville.  She also gave the committee a map of the properties location.    She noted that the Town of Nashville solid waste and recycling site is neighboring this property along with another large pole building to the north.   
9. Is there any related correspondence:    There was one email from Mr. Al Haubner—Pickerel Lake Lodge.  A copy of this email was given to the committee.  
10. Comments from the public:   There were no comments. 

11. Comments from the Town:   There were no comments or correspondence from the Town of Nashville.    

12. Final questions from the Committee:    The members questioned the type of lighting; they also explained to Mr. Shimek that he needed to get a storm water permit from the DNR.    

13. Entertain a Motion to Close the Public Hearing:   Motion by Lance Laabs to close the public hearing, second by Al Marvin, all in favor, motion approved.  

14.  Deliberation and Decision:   The committee members discussed each of Mr. Haubner’s concerns.     Motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit with the following conditions by Lance Laabs, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.  

a. The sign for this project can be no larger than 4 x 8 or 32 sq. ft.   

b. The operating hours of this facility are to be 8am to no later than 9pm.  

c. The outside storage will be to the back of the property
d. Mr.Shimek will need to procure any DNR permits required for stormwater.
e. Mr.Shimek will need to procure a driveway permit from the County Hwy Dept.  
f. All buildings will be single story

g. Lighting will be dusk to dawn facing downward. 

15. Adjourn:  Motion to adjourn by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl.  All in favor, motion approved.  Meeting adjourned.
