3 Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.  

4 Metallic Mining Overview by Rebecca Roeker, Von Briesen and Roper S.C.      Ms. Roeker talked about the new mining regulations passed in Act 134.   She explained that the WCA had a handbook that would help explain these new regulations and the County’s options.  She stated that there is no need to duplicate state regulations in the County’s ordinance.   The WCA recommends a local agreement paragraph.    She also noted that the County can NOT impose a moratorium on mining.   Towns that are not zoned cannot enter into the local agreement.    A letter of intent to mine is not the same as an application.   Ms. Roeker is going to look into the difference between prospecting and Mining and get back to the County.    

5 Inform the Public of Hearing Procedures (time for each speaker):  Karl Tauer informed the public that they would be given 2 minutes each to speak.  
6   Open the Public Hearing:      No action needed as the meeting was open  
7 Begin List of Registered Speakers.   Many of the questions from the registered speakers were answered in Ms. Roeker’s presentation.  There were still some very good questions regarding the time frame and content of the county’s proposed ordinance.              
8 Read Written Comments into the Record:      Pam LaBine stated that there were written comments.   She will post these on the Counties website.   
9 Close Public Hearing:      Chairman Tauer ended the comment period.   
10 Set Additional Public Hearing Dates:    The committee discussed the next public hearing on this issue will be May 31, 2018.
