1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 6:30p.m.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called, members present were:  Karl Tauer, Steve Bunda, Scott Goode, Ron Karl, and Jill Zagar.  Others present were Pam LaBine, Jeannie Fannin and Alex Siefert Corporation Council.   Members of the audience were Dorothy Kegley, Lynne Black, and Larry Sommer
3. Approval of the Agenda:    Motion by Ron Karl to approve the agenda, second by Scott Goode.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Approval of Last Minutes:   Motion to approve minutes from April 12, 2018 meeting by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl.   All in favor, motion approved.     
5. Map Approval:      Motion to approve the map for Dennis Baumgartner, Town of Ross, by Jill Zagar, second by Scott Good.  All in favor, motion approved.  
6.  Corrections to mapping Discussion and Possible Action:    There were some errors noticed in some of the approved zoning maps that will need to be changed.   Alex Siefert advised the committee to draft a resolution to change some of the mapping and send it to County Board for approval.    

7. Metallic Mining Discussion and Possible Action:       The board discussed some of the comments made at the public hearing.   The committee decided they want a paragraph in the shoreland and general ordinance regarding a local agreement.  Alex will come up the wording for this paragraph; also the committee would like to have prospecting be a conditional use in every district.     This will be discussed further at the next zoning meeting May 18th.
8. Discussion and Possible Action on Work Plan:      Jeannie discussed Pam’s retirement date of June 1 and the vacancy in the office.   Pam’s leaving will leave Jeannie the only licensed person in the office.  She requested at the very least the board recommend to the personnel committee the hiring of an administrative assistant.    The committee questioned the needs and plans for the office.  Motion by Steve Bunda to recommend to the personnel committee that Jeannie be moved to Zoning Administrator, and post for an administrative assistant at 40 hrs. per week, second by Ron Karl.  All in favor, motion approved.     Jeannie also informed the board that she would like to separate Lands Conservation from zoning, with her the Zoning Administrator and Al Murray the Lands Conservation Administrator and the administrative assistant could be shared.    The administrative assistant would also help with land use site visits.    Motion by Jill Zagar to have Jeannie the Zoning Administrator and Al Murray the Lands Conservation Administrator with the shared Administrative Assistant, second by Scott Goode.  All in favor, Motion approved.   
Pam told the committee she had a complaint to make that she wanted in the minutes.   She stated that one of the letters to the editor in the local papers insinuated that we did not allow people to have a comment.   She read the committee a text from her to this individual and his response, where she asked for his opinion.  The contents of that text are as follows: 

Pam:  Dave, would you go over the proposed shoreline ordinance for compliance with NR 115 for me? 

Dave Meyer:  Pam, I just don’t think that is something that I can do, for many reasons.  First, I’ve been absent from the agency for too long.  Second, I become too angry over some changes, third, I don’t want to engage with anyone on any side anymore on such things, and fourth, unless something has changed, DNR will review and advise you on compliance anyway.  Plus, you have that excellent, hand picked group of environmentally minded folks on your zoning committee to Opine on compliance.  If I get involved, it would just add to the trouble.   I’m trying to distance myself from that somewhat.  But thanks for asking.  It’s a nice complement. Dave 

Pam also informed the committee that she is almost done with the general ordinance and plans on having it to the committee before she leaves.    She also stated that we have one farmer that wants to be a zoned under farmland preservation so that ordinance will need to be completed.  

9. Issued for Next Meeting:       Pam would like to discuss a charge for the lydar information we give for people to use.   The next meeting is Friday, May 18th, at 3:00 p.m.  

10.   Adjourn:  Motion by Steve Bunda to adjourn, second by Scott Goode, all in favor, meeting adjourned.
