1. Call to Order: The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 5:30p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call: The roll was called, members present were:  Karl Tauer, Ron Karl, Jill Kettlewell and Steve Bunda.  Scott Goode was absent.  Jeannie Fannin and Sandy Beauchaine were also present.  Zane Roberts was in the audience.       
3. Approval of the Agenda: Motion by Steve Bunda to approve the agenda second by Ron Karl.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Approval of Last Minutes: Motion by Ron Karl to approve the minutes from the July 10, 2018 zoning meeting, Second by Steve Bunda, All in favor, motion approved.
5. Map Approval: Jeannie informed the committee on how the survey was going to be divided for Dan Spencer. Committee would like the survey to be revised by separating each parcel by indicating Lot 1, Lot 2, and Lot 3, along with using solid lines to indicate separation of the lots.  Motion by Ron Karl to approve the Dan Spencer map for the Town of Alvin, second by Jill Kettlewell, all in favor, motion approved.   

6. Appearance by Perry Flannery. Mr. Flannery spoke to committee about his ongoing issues with his neighbor’s rooster. Mr. Flannery expressed his frustration over the process, and the daily nuisance (day and night) that this new rooster has been causing. He informed the committee that there was a 1 year and a 1/2 gap, in which there was no noise, and believes that his neighbor recently purchased a new rooster. He asked that the committee please suggest or explain to him why she has not yet been given a citation. The committee, in a whole, discussed the complaint in length, and then advised Mr. Flannery to get letters from his neighbors confirming the time period at which they too noticed no noise from a rooster. In the letters the neighbors will have to be specific in regards to the date at which the noise ended and then began again. The committee advised Mr. Flannery that once he receives these letters to the turn them over to Jeannie for further review from the committee.  Motion by Jill Kettlewell to write another letter to Ms. Crawford for compliance after the neighbors send in a letter, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.         

7. Discussion and Possible Action on Shoreland Ordinance changes:  Jeannie mailed the committee the changes the she has currently made to the Shoreland Ordinance. Motion by Jill Kettlewell to except the current DNR changes Jeannie made to Shoreland Ordinance, second by Ron Karl.    All in favor, Motion approved.
8. Discussion and Possible Action on joint meeting with Board of Health reg. nuisance ordinance: Jeannie stated a discussion on a joint meeting with Board of Health the nuisance ordinance. Committee agreed to set a meeting for October 23, 2018 at 5:30 p.m. in the Board Room, 107. 
9. Office Updates:    Jeannie updated the committee members on the recycling program regarding tires, and that she contacted all township and told them NOT to except any more tires at this time. Jeannie informed members that at this time the recycling program is over budget, she will need to review the budget to get a better handle on it and how to proceed. Jeannie informed the committee that she met with Jim Whittinghill, Sales Manager from Eagle Waste, regarding the dumpster issues, and that he is willing to work with her in regards to extra dumpsters and anything that Forest County may need. Jeannie stated that she will be sending a letter to Cavour informing them that they will NOT be getting an additional dumpster and that they will not allow commercial recycling in the dumpsters anymore. Jeannie stated a discussion on the Budget for 2019, and handed out copies to the committee asking them to review them. Encouraging them to call or email her with any input or changes that they would like to see in the budget. Bunda suggested to Jeannie that she look back on the Budgets for the last 3 years, and also into the costs for James work to make sure that we are not paying him twice for his services.   
10. Issues for next meeting:      Further changes to the shoreland ordinance.     
11. Adjourn: Motion by Ron Karl, to adjourn, second by Jill Kettlewell.   All in favor, Motion approved.
