1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 5:30p.m.  
2.  Roll Call:  The roll was called, members present were:  Karl Tauer, Ron Karl, and Steve Bunda, and Jill Kettlewell.  Scott Goode was absent.   Others present were Jeannie Fannin, Sandra Beauchean and Zane Roberts.  
3. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda by Ron Karl, second by Jill Kettlewell, all in favor, motion approved.  
4. Confirm Compliance with Open Meeting Requirements:    Jeannie showed the board the affidavit of mailing.  She also stated the notice was published in the paper of record and posted on the two doors at the courthouse.    

5. Inform the Public of Hearing Procedures (time for each speaker):  Karl Tauer informed the public that there would be no time limit to speak.

They also wanted to see a set of rules for the campground.  Mr. Bunda stated that basically they needed to see some kind of a business plan and more information on the site sizes.  The board also was concerned with stormwater runoff.    
9. Counties’ Presentation:     Jeannie Fannin explained the permit process to the committee.  She informed the committee that this property is zoned General Rural.    She noted that the Crandon International Raceway had camping facilities just across the road from Mr. Roberts’s property.     
10. Comments from the public:   There were no other concerned citizens in attendance.  
11. Comments from the Town:   There were no comments or correspondence from the Town of Crandon.    

12. Final questions from the Committee:     The members questioned Mr. Roberts further on his future plans and operating rules for this campground.  .    

13. Entertain a Motion to Close the Public Hearing:   Motion by Steve Bunda to close the public hearing, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.  

14.  Deliberation and Decision:   The committee members discussed the scope of the project.  They would like to see more information and an actual map of the sites.  Motion to table the Conditional Use Permit Application until they had more information and Mr. Roberts brings in a plot plan and operating rules for this business, by Ron Karl, second by Jill Kettlewell, all in favor, motion approved. 
15. Adjourn:  Motion to adjourn by Steve Bunda, second by Ron Karl.  All in favor, motion approved.  Meeting adjourned.
