Others present were Jeannie Fannin and Sandy Beauchaine, Roxanne Brewer (Town of Caswell Clerk), Pat Brewer (supervisor Town of Caswell), Lynne Black (Town of Lincoln Chairperson) and Shelly Howen (Town of Popple River Treasurer).  
3. Open Public Hearing on Road Naming and Uniform Addressing Ordinance:     Motion to open the public hearing by Lance Laabs, second by Scott Goode, all in favor, motion approved.   
4. Public Comment on ordinance and associated fee.  Pat Brewer had questions regarding some of the requirements of the new ordinance.  Roxanne Brewer questioned how the road naming would be handled and when tis would go into effect.   Jeannie stated that the Town of Lincoln would like more than the $20 reimbursement.  The Town of Nashville agrees with $25.00.  Lynne Black was concerned about Section 6 paragraph 6 stating the Town is responsible for maintaining sign visibility and upkeep of the sign.  She felt that should be changed to the property owner.  Shelly Howen explained some issues they are having in Popple River with road names that border Florence County and issues with emergency services.
