PUBLIC HEARING

Thursday, August 22/2019

1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 5:00 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called; members present were Karl Tauer, Steve Bunda, Ron Karl, Scott Goode, and Lance Laabs.   Others present were Jeannie Fannin and Tom Tallier, Rich Javenkoski, Mark Heinz (northern lakes vacation homes) Shelly Howen, Town of Popple River, Mary Sowinski, Sowinski Legal Service LLC, Steve Piper.  
3. Approval of Agenda:     Motion to approve the agenda by Scott Goode, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.   
4. Confirm compliance with Open Meeting Requirements:     Jeannie showed the committee the affidavit of mailing and the affidavit of posting in the newspaper of record.  She also informed them that the meeting was posted on the east and west entrances of the courthouse.  

5. Inform the Public on Public Hearing Procedures:  Karl Tauer informed the public that each speaker would be allowed 10 minutes to speak.  

6. Open public hearing:  Motion by Lance Laabs to open the public hearing, second by Scott Goode, all in favor, motion approved.  

7. Reading of the Application for Steve Piper (STR) application for Conditional Use:  Jeannie Fannin read the application.

8. Applicants Presentation:    Mark Heinz of Northern Lakes Vacation Homes introduced himself to the committee.  He informed them that they manage many vacation rentals for people in northern Wisconsin.   He gave the committee a copy of the inspection report for Mr. Piper’s residence.  He also stated that they have applied for and received the tax permits required for this property.  
9. County Presentation:  Jeannie Fannin (zoning administrator) explained the zoning district on this property was Shoreland Residential Recreational.   Short Term Rentals are allowed by Conditional Use permits.  She also informed the committee that this property had a 3 bedroom septic system.  

10. Comments from the Public:  There were no comments from the public.

11. Comments from the Town:   Karl Tauer stated he was the Town of Hiles Chairman; the town had no issues with the property being used as a short-term rental.  

12. Applicants Response:   None.
13. Final Questions from the Committee:   Steve Bunda asked if DATCP required a permit.  Jeannie informed him that they need an inspection.   Ron Karl asked who would police this property if they had more people than the septic system would be sized.  Jeannie explained that it is hard to enforce but generally a neighbor will complain or she can check the advertisements for how many people it sleeps.   Lance Laabs asked Mr. Heinz how many years they have managed properties in Oneida County.  Mr. Heinz stated 2 years.   Inspection report showed smoke and carbon monoxide detectors needed to be replaced.  Mr Heinz stated that they were sending proof of replacement to the State in the morning.  
14. Entertain a Motion to Close the Public Hearing for Steve Piper:   Motion by Lance Laabs to close the public hearing, second by Scoot Goode, all in favor, motion approved.  

15. Deliberation and Decision:   Ron Karl stated he wanted to make sure there were no more than 6 people at a time staying at this residence.  Motion by Ron Karl to approve the Conditional Use Permit with the condition that there be no more than 6 people staying in this residence due to the size of the septic system.  
16. Open Public Hearing for Town of Popple River Road Names:   Motion by Steve Bunda to open the public hearing on the Town of Popple River Road name changes, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, motion approved.  

17. Reading the request from the Town of Popple River:   Jeannie Fannin read the letter from the town requesting the road names.  

18. Comments from the public:   none

19. Comments from the Town:   Shelly Howen, town treasurer, stated that Florence County has 2 Howen roads.   Popple River uses Florence County for some emergency services.  The town felt this was too confusing and could waste valuable time.   The second road is an unnamed road that services more than 3 properties.  The town would like this road named Buzz Fellion Lane.   

20. Final Questions from the Committee:  Karl Tauer questioned if there were any other roads in the County with these names, Jeannie said that there were none that she was aware of.   Lance Laabs stated that road names should be kept as short as possible.  He stated it’s easier for emergency service to see the sign.  

21. Close public hearing on Popple River Road Names:   Motion by Steve Bunda to close the public hearing on road names, second by Scott Goode, all in favor, motion approved.  
22. Adjourn:  Motion to adjourn by Ron Karl, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, motion approved.  
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
